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FroM THE BEGINNING of the war with

STATE LEGISLATURE.

A bill has been introduced incorporat-
ing the Susquehanna Development Com-
pany. The company is authorized to is-
sue 10,000 shares of capital stock, par
value $100 each, with power to increase
the capital stock to & sum not exceeding
$5,000,000. The purpose of the company,
it is- said, is to secure a tract of land
about six or eight miles from Baltimore,
and develop a suburban resort upon the
order of Lennox Park and similar places
in the north. It desires to establish its
own water and gas plants and operate an
ideal summer resort. The company has
almost unlimited powers. Mr. Charles
W. Kennard, formerly of Kent, heads
the list of incorporators.

Hon. F. C. Latrobe has iutroduced a
bill asking an appropriation of $500 to
propagate and distribute throughout the
State, English and Mongolian pheasants.

A bill has been introduced by ‘Scnator
Kirwin, of Queen Anne, to prohibit the
use of patent tongs by dredgersin Queen
Anne and Kent counties.

Senator Baker has introduced a bill to-

incorporate the Central Maryland Trust
Company, of Chestertown. The bill pro-
viding for a lien for threshing grain in
Kent county has been unfavorably
reported.
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HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS.

The Congressional Committee to
Consider a Local Improvement of
Far-Reaching Importance.

The Congressional committee on Riv-
ers and Harbors will next week take up
for consideratien the report of Gen. W.
F. Smith, relative to improvements rec-
ommended for Rock Hall harbor. An
act of March 3, 1899, provided for an ex-
amination and survey of Rock Hall har-
bor, with a view to obtaining a channel
through Swan Point Bar 150 feet wide

and 12 feet deep, and a channel in the
inner harbor of the same width and
depth ; also a channel 190 feet wide and
12 feet deep across the bar.

Brig. Gen. John Wilsen, Chief uvf En-
gineers, says: %

“It is estimated that the cost of dredg-
ing a channel 150 feet wide and 12 feet
deep through Swan Point Bar would be
$23,925, and in the inner harbor $19,140
additionazl. The bienmal cost of main-

tenance is estimated at $8,320 for the |

outer channel and $888 for the inner
harbor.

“For a channel 190 feet wide and 12
feet deep across the bar the cost is esti-
mated at $31.,515, and to maintain this
channel it'is estimated that $8.320 will be
required every two years.

“The local officer isof opinion, con-
curred in by the division engineer, Col
Peter C. Hains, Corps of Engineers, and
by me, that the harbor is worthy of im-
provement by the GGeneral Government.

“'The river and harbor act of June 3,
1896, made an appropriation of $16.600
for these improvements, and with that
appropriation a chanpel 80 feet wide and
10 feet deep, was made through Swan
Point Bar, and a channel 100 feet wide
and 10 feet deep was made from Swan
Creek Inlet to the wharves at Rock Hzll.
T'his was done In 1897-98.

*“ A recent examination shows that the

Ainper work has maintained itself very

well, the shoaling amounting to only
about 3,000 cubic yards, which is at the
rate of 4.5 per cent per annum. The
outer cut was found to have shoaled
to the extent of 27.300 cubic yards, which
is at the rate of 30 per cent. per annum.
According to those figures, to maintain

the outside channel for two years, would

require the removal of 41,600 cubic yards,
and the inner harbor 4,440 cubic yards.”

Mr. George T. Miller, assistant engi-
neer said in part in his report: They
(the Chester River Steamboat Company )
account Rock Hall second in importance
of their business points. In 1891 they
reported a business of $103.150 for Rock
Hall. This increased 32 per cent. up to
1894. For 1897 business is reported to
have grown to $379,500. Farming prod-
uctsin value of from $90,000 to $95,000
are shipped annually from this point.
Ovsters, fish and crabs to the wvalue of
$96,500 are shipped annually, while
general merchandise, tp supply the
twenty-odd stores of the neighborhood,
valued at $130,000: lumber, $15,000;
bricks, $750; fertilizers, $12,600; and
coal, $10,000, are brought to Rock Hall
by water. _

Kent county can not allow this oppor-
funity to pass unavailed of to' secure so
far-reaching an improvement. At the
proper time, next week probably,a dele-
gation of prominent citizens from the
county will place the matter in the
strongest possible light before the com-
mittee. The proposed improvement
wauld mean hundreds of thousands of
dollars to Kent county and its benefits
would be felt to her uttermost bounds.
Every citizen should be alive to this
malter and insist, so far as is possible,
upon its being speedily carried to a suc-
cessful termination.

The retail merchant feels
the merciless grind; living expenses
have goue up while prices for all pro-
ducts of the agricuitural masses have

f either remained stationary or are but a

trifie better..  Wheat and corn show an
advance, but who to-day has either wheat
or corn to sell but the men who have
millions employed in cornering the
market. The peninsula farmer was long
ago forced to dispose of his crops to

meet due or overdue notes. Then in
what way is he benefitted ?
Every nail, every screw, articles

of clothing; furpiture; in short, near-
ly every article which finds its way
into the homes of the people has ad-

vanced. Coal oil,matches,and even Bibles
are cornered by millionaires who have
combined their money to corner markets
and force prices to a point which must
inevitably impoverish the consumer.
Ex-Congressman John W. Gates, in
giving testimony before the Industrial
Commission, let drop some extremely
interesting facts relative to trust pros-
perity under republican supervision. He
was forced to confess that the steel and
wire trust of which he is a member, is
exporting and selling to foréign pur-
chasers at greatly reduced prices over
American buyers.

Our exports of
these products are so great that foreign-
ers are being driven out of the business.
Add to these conditions a war debt of
possibly $700,000,000 and a pension list
of monster proportions, all of which
must be paid by the people, and some
slight conception may be had of what
republican prosperity really means. In
the @reat centres of trade where war-
ships are being built, and cannon and
ball are being made to ‘‘assimilate” a
foreign people, of course employment is
plenty and times are *‘“good.”

nfactyre are being sold an hundred per
cent. cheaper in European markets than

to the American consumer,
