SPONGING MADE EASY.

How the Amateur Dressmaker Can
Handle Cloth, Fine Flannel, Ete.
One of the wors¢ stumbling blocks in

the path of the amateur dressmaker

or, indeed, that of the professional of-
ten is the difficulty of properly shrink-
ing certain materials before they are
guitable to be fashioned into wearing

apparel. In regard to this bugbear a

Good Housekeeping correspondent

gives some sensible suggestions, from

which the following 18 learned:

Thir operation of shrinking, ot spong-
ing, ag it is termed by tailors, 18 essen-
tial whenever brondeloths, ladies’ cloths
or fine flannels dre employed in order
to prevent futiire spotting, cockling or
shiriiking froml rdin or dampness. In
the finer grade of cloths kept in stock
by leading houses in large cities these
goods are often sold warranted as
steam sponged. Unless se guaranteed,
however, the extra work should not be
passed by. To many women the home
management seems too risky to be un-
dertaken, for the reason that much of
the rich appearance of fine, handsome
cloth could be easily injured by care-
less handling.

Supposing, however, that the ama-
teur does not care to pay the tailor $2
or $3 or, what is far more probable,
suppose that she is out of the reach of
a “knight of the shears.” Some friend
will tell her that a damp cloth must be
laid upon the goods and that then it
should be pressed upon the wrong side.
She views the billowy heap of six or
eight yards (which she has unrolled to
estimate the task) with dismay, for
how can she ever dampen and press
evenly all of that huge pile of cloth—
for huge it looks to her anxious eyes?
Surely one part will dry long before
the rest and the marks where the iron
stopped will be unmistakable. She is
satisfied that to undertake the work in
so blundering and awkward a way
would be worse than letting the fabric
go unsponged.

Then the next time she asks for ad-
vice it is from some one who knows,
for the first instructor was merely a
theorist and had never put into practice
that which she preached. This time
our amateur goes to work with a Dbet-
ter heart and first carefully dampens a
large sheet and neatly folds the cloth
therein, wrapping the bundle smoothly
with a blanket to keep the dampness
even. This answers better perhaps,
but why not put brains to work and
try to improve upon even this make-
shift way?

Have you never thought, when you
have seen Bridget taking the half dried
wash from the clothesline on ‘blue
Monday,” that perhaps you might bor-
row a suggestion from her work?
Then, again, are not clothes left out
upon the line overnight thoroughly and
evenly dampened by morning? What,
pray, is there to prevent taking your
full length of new cloth out to this
same clothesline some night after dark-
ness sets, when the air is damp, but no
rain threatens, and allowing it to re-
main hanging therefrom, securely fas-
tened with clothespins, until the fol-
lowing morning?

The following morning the sun will
at an early hour place the cloth in ex-
actly the proper state for easy press-
ing, for the material may be brought
into the house when at any desired
state of dampness or dryness. Then,
by keeping the unpressed portion
smoothly folded, so that it will remain
as damp as is required, the cloth may
be ironed quickly and easily and with-
out flurry or nervous strain. Try it
and avoid the tailor’s bill.

How to Clenan 0Oilcloth,

The best way of keeping this in order
is to have it regularly rubbed up with
beeswax and turpentine or with any
good furniture polish at stated inter-
vals, according to the amount of wear
it receives. It should be daily dusted
and if necessary wiped over with a
damp cloth and then well dried, but
never scrubbed or soused with water.
Both these processes are absolutely de-
structive. An occasional rub over with
skim or sour milk adds immensely to
its polish and hence to the saving of
scratches.

From the
dishes that came out to be washed, 1
think that each passenger must have
used at least six plates at a meal.”—

TOMATO CULTURE.

How Some of the Splendid Southerm
Fruit Is Grown,

The northern tomato field presents a
picture of a crop growing two feet
high; the southern field four to five
feet—that is, some 'of the southern
fields of early tomatoes do, and their
growiig {8 a scieice. The method of
eulture is pruniig #nd stdking, and the
Mississippi trucker; his wife and chil-
drei are all employed in the tomsdto

fields and kept busy pruning too. This
method of culture has been systemat-
ically tested by the New Jersey experi-
ment station, but the success in the
north has not been as great as that in
the south.

In the first place, the tomatoes are
planted in rows three and one-half feet
apart and three feet apart in the rows,
which would be close for ordinary field
work, where the plants lie on the
ground. The plants are cared for in
the usual manner until they begin to
bend over with their own weight. Then
six foot stakes rived out of pine are
pushed firmly or driven into the
ground after a softening rain and the
plants tied closely to them with a
piece of ordinary white wrapping
string ten inches long. Next every
plant is pruned, and every sucker is
pulled out, leaving only single stems
with no limbs. In a short time, with
rapid growth, another tying is neces-
sary, care being taken to tie the fruit
bunch on the outside, so as not to rub
against the stake. Almost constant
pruning is necessary.

The effect of this cultivation is to
force the crop ahead of the rest about
six days. The tomatoes grow to a
large size, and the fruit clusters make
an almost continuous line the height of
the stake. The fruit is where it gets
plenty of light and air, and there is no
rotting and practically no sun scald-
ing. It is also easily picked, no time
being lost in looking for ripe fruit.

With tomatoes bringing from §5
down to $2 a crate this method pays
well, but it is hardly of any practical
value in the northern tomato field for
the main crop. However, the plan has
a number of advantages for the home
garden or patch, concludes a writer in
Farm and Fireside in an article from
which these items and illustration are
reproduced.

Solid or Spoke Wheels,

“Noticing the recent complaint in
The Rural New Yorker about the
heavy draft of broad tired wagons
with spoke wheels in very soft or
muddy roads or fields, and which is
entirely truthful according to my ob-
gervation, I wish to say further that in
loose sandy ground the same objection
holds. The loose earth drops in over
the fellies and makes veritable plows
of the wheels. But this objection is
entirely overcome by using wheels
with solid centers. We are now using
a low wagon with wheels having five
inch tires and no spokes, the entire
space between the tires and the iron
hubs being wood. Of course there is
a hollow space between the two plank
sides of each wheel, in which are light
iron spokes that give sufficient strength
and yet lightness. These are the best
wheels I ever used on the farms that I
have owned and worked. They do not
and cannot load up with mud nearly
so much as ordinary wagon wheels,”
says a writer in the journal mentioned.

Have holes punched or drilled
in the lower rod and square headed
plugs fastened in them, and they will
support the gate at any desired height.
When you wish to raise the gate, just
take hold of it with both hands while
the gate is shut and raise it up above
the plug and then let got. and it will
stay there unless you raise too much
on the front end while closed. The
prongs of the upper rod should go clear
through the pest with washers and
nuts so as to take up any sag that may
happen.
