BALTIMORE'S DEMANDS.

Baltimore city is making a vigorous
fight for an increased representation in
the State Legislature. The city has
three-eighths of the population of the
entire State,and pays more than that pro-

portion of taxes, but is represented in
the House of Delegates by only eighteen
members out of a totul of 91, and three
Senators out of atotal of 26. With these
figures as a basis a strong case is made
out in favor of a largely increased repre-
sentation for the city. From whatever
viewpoint the matter may be considered
there is much of merit in the contention
that the strict rules of equity are strained
in the present city apportionment of rep-
resentation. It 1is regrettable, however,
to see the Baltimore Sun, with so much
of inherent merit on its side, abandon its
nsual dignified method of dealing with
all public questions and indulging in the
following mirth-provoking absurdity :
“The only possible defense that can
be made for such an anomaly, such gross
infquality in representation, is that the
voters of Baltimore city are, as a whole
or as a class, so inferior in intelligence.

| zenship of Baltimore.

The counties believe, and with some
color of reason, that far greater danger
might result to them and the State at
large by a concentration of representa-
tive strength in Baltimore city than could
possibly follow the preponderance of in-
fluence scattered thioughout so many
counties having so great a diversity of
interests. Populous, and having vast

{ wealth, it is not an unreasonable appre-

hension that Baltimore city might and
could become coercive at Annapolis. As
regards State or local legislation, there
is no county or series of counties whose
interests are or will ever be so uniform
that they wonld or could, as regard any
measure of legislation, form a successful
coalition, offensive or defensive, against
the city. On the contrary,with a striking
uniformity of interest in city legislation,
it is a possible thing that the material in-
crease demanded in her representation,
might be a menace to rural interests. The
Sun evidently forgets the unwavering
loyalty of the rural section of the Stute,
when it suggests that the counties would
in any sense disparage the intelligence,
patriotism and public virtue of the citi-
The Sun should
remember,what everyv citizen of the rural
districts know so well, that should Bal-
timore city be deprived in any way of the
intellectual, moral and business vigor
drawn directly or indirectly from the
sturdy yoemanry of the counties, one
newsboy could delivery in one hour
every Baltimore Sun sold in the city.

MORE PROSPERITY.

The monster republican joke of “ Un-
precedentedly Good Times’ continues
to stalk abroad through the land. Ten
per cent. increases in wages are heralded
with delight by McKinley campaign
‘““cood-time” organs, in a vain attempt
to deceive the great working and voting
masses into voting for McKinley pros-
perity in 1900.

The great army of bread-winners in
A merica will question the ‘ prosperity”’
which places the cotton goods used in
their clothing at 20 per cent. higher than
four months ago and 50 per cent. higher
than the lowest price at which they have
sold during the past four or five years.
Three-yard cottons of standard brands,
which formerly sold at 34 and 4c. now
bring 53c and 6¢. wholesale. Four-yard
cottons, brown, which were to be had at
334c a year ago, now cost 5c and Hic.
Bleached cottons have alsomade a heavy
advance, the prices being in some in-
stances, 50 per cent. higher than a year
ago. Goods of this description, which
formerly sold at 5c, now wholesale at
74c, and the 54c brand now brings Tic
and 8c per yard. Organdies are 15 per
cent higher than formerly, and other
cotton goods of a like description have
advanced about the same per cent.
Woolens are about 20 to 25 per cent.
higher than they were a few years ago.
Cloth that formerly wholesaled at 65c
now brings 80c, and goods that ordi-
narily sell a% $§1 now find aready market
at $1.25. Cheaper grades have made a
heavier advance, jumping from 20c to
28¢c, from 30c to 42¢, and from 50¢ to 65c.
Carpets, which are included in woolens,
are also high, $1 carpets under old
prices now bringing in the neighbor-
hood of $1.25, and 19¢ carpets bringing
27c. Furniture, lumber, matches, sew-
ing cotton and every article used by the
masses in home-making or the comfort-
able maintenance of the workingman’s
family, negatives this political buncombe
as a vote-catching method of the repub-
lican press. The every day experience
of the people brands it as disreputable
clap-trap—the contemptible sophistry of
petty politicians.

THE PUBLIC SCHOOL
QUESTION.

MEessrs8. EpIrToRrs :(— A move has been
made by Delegate Kendall to repeal and
re-enact Chapter 193 of the Acts of 1806.
This is the law authorizing the issuing
of bonds for the building of a school-
house in Chestertown. This law was
doubtless gotten up at the time it was in
fulfillment of some electioneering prom-
ises, and its provisions were not well
considered. It provides for the aban-
donment of the present location of the
white school, the purchase of another
lot and turning overthe present location

to the colored school. Having had many
opportunities to examine the present lo-
cation and to become familiar with the
surroundings, I unhesitatingly say that
the present buildings are as eligibly sit-
uated as any possible location that could
be obtained. It is urged that the loca-
tion is unfit on account of some offensive
odors in the neighborhood. Thelaw can
be successfully invoked to abate any
nuisance either deleterious to health or
otherwise a nuisance, and if there is a
puisance in that part of the town it
should be abated whether the school
buildings remain there or not. It is not
claimed that there is anything naturally
offensive in the locality, and its central
position makes it very desirable. If the
buildings are to be removed from place
to place because of offensive smells
which there will be no effort to abate, it
will be advisable to have them placed on
wheels. "

The ground and buildings are too val-
uable to lose, apart from the desirable
situation. The old church bunilding is a
most substantial building and will accom-
modate about one half of the classes.
With the old one-story brick building
taken down, and the frame building re-
moved, which can be sold to advantage,
there will be ample room for a suitable
addition, and also give ample room for
a playground, or rather recreation yard,
for the pupils.

The children of this school go home at
the noon recess, and the only use for a
school yard is during the short morning
and afternoon recesg, when any extended
play is objectionable. By retaining the
nold church building and bullding the
proper addition, the needs of the school
can be reached at a much less sum than
by undertaking a building in an entirely
new location. The bricks in the long
one-story building will go a long way
towards the erection of the necessary
addition.

To turn these buildings over to the
colored school would be a shocking
waste of buildings entirely unnecessary
for their needs, besides, if the location 18
objectionable on account of health, it
will only be removing one class of pupils
to subject another class to the same in-
fluences.

The location is undesirable for a col-
ored school from every point of view,
and should e nearer to that part of the
town where they most generally live.

If this law is to be re-enacted it is
greatly to be desired that the provisions
should be carefully considered and not
dictated by partisan politics or auy kind
of party politics.
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THE STATE LEGISLATURE.

A bill has been passed authorizing the
commissioners of Carroll county to erect
signboards at crossroads.

A bill has been introduced to provide
for the erection of that long-felt want, a
new jail at Centreville.

The Senate bill has gone to the House
making it unlawful to catch oysters with
patent tongs in the waters of Kent and
Queen Anne counties.

Mr. Marcus Ascher expected to visit
Annapolis this week in behalf of protec-
tion to fur-bearing animals in Kent coun-
ty. Mr. Ascher says that the fur inter-
ests, which are even now very great,
could by proper protection be greatly in-
creased. He contends that the catching
of otters, rats and coons should be
protected by law. He insists that the
catching of all fur-bearing animals should
be confined to the months of January,
February and March. Representative
Kendall has been seen, and the matter
will be pushed. Those animals which
are destructive of poultry and the inter-
ests of the farmers’ wives will not be in-
cluded in the list. Mr. Ascher says the
ladies, who are the principal purchasers
of these furs after they are made up, are
often grossly deceived in having put off
on them the inferior fur of animals
caught during the spring and early fall
months. The owners of the extensive
marshes along our water courses are
even more deeply interested in this mat-
ter than the merchants and fur-dealers.
