fully Injured.

Mr. John D. Welch, for — years the
eflficient conductor on the Baltimore and
Delaware Bay Railroad, met with a pain-
ful accident on Saturday. Mr. Welch
had made his usual run on Saturday
morning, and reached Chestertown about
on schedule time, 12.15 o’clock. He had
mounted the engine and was engaged
in shifting several cars, whenin getting
off the engine, the step of which was
covered with snow, his foot slipped. He
fell and the massive driving wheel of the
engine passed over the left foot. The
large toe was crushed and the other toes
were completely mashed off; the flesh was
torn from the foot up to-ward the ankle.
Drs. C. W. Whaland and W. F. Hines
were called in and attended the injured
man. It was found necessary to takethe
large toe off at the ball of the foot, the
bone of the second toe was taken out up
to the @nkle, and the wound sewed up as
best could be done. Mr. Welch has suf-
fered great pain, but so far has gotten

{along as well as could be expected.

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A GREAT STORM.

Kent in the Grasp of a Small-Sized
Blizzard.

On Friday morning snow began to fall
which continued almost uninterruptedly
throughout Saturday, developing on Sat-
urday night into a veritable blizzard. A

heavy gale soon massed the snow into
great banks, and the thermometer settled
to 10° above zero. The fall of snow was
variously estimated at from fifteen to
eighteen inches. Roads were in many
places impassable. Chestertown was
comparatively deserted by visitors from
the rural districts. Mr. R. Sterling Jones,
who lives near Rock Hall, succeeded in
making his way to Chestertown, as did

Mr. William Vansant, in a sleigh, was re-
ported as being the only person to pass
through Worton Station on Sunday.
Two engines on the Baltimore & Del-
aware Bay Railroad started out on Sun-
day morning to clear the cuts and keep
the track c¢pen. The high winds con-
tinued to bank the snow, and not until
about one o’clock on Tuesday were the
tracks fully clear. During all of this
time Kent suffered a newspaper famine.
The first newspaper mail was brought in
over the railroad, reaching Chestertown
at 7 o’clock on Tuesday night. Fhe star
route mail from Prices Station did not
arrive untlil during the day Sunday. Mr.
Scoone, the mail carrier between Ches-
tertown and Rock 'Hall, succeeded in

etting through in a sleigh on Monday.
%Iis sleigh was overturned and he was
tkrown out and badly bruised about the
arms and face. He had a desperate
battle throughout the greater portionjof
the trip. Father McSweeny came oyer
the same route in a carriage and had an
equally thrilling experience. His car-
riage was upset and he was thrown out.
The most thrilling experience of the
storm was that of Mr. and Mrs. Alwyn
M. Culp, who were returning via Prices
Station from their bridal trip. The train
reached Prices Station about 6.15 o’clock
p.M. in ablinding snow storm. They left
for Chestertown and got through with-
out serious trouble until within about
two miles of their destination. While the
horses were battling through a monster
snow drift the single tree broke and the
serious trouble began. The horses were
taken from the carriage and Mrs. Culp
was placed on one of them and succeeded
in reaching the home of Mr. and Mrs.
Gledhill. Here they waited until the
colored men could battle through the
snow to Chestertown and return with a
team. After this thrilling experience
they reached home shortly after one
o’clock.

Mr. Walter Morris started with his big
milk sleigh for Chestertown on Sunday
morning. Though accompanied by a
small sleigh and a number of horseback-
ers, he could not get through to Chester-
town.

The steamer Sassafras, of the Tolches-
ter Line, which got stuck in the mouth
of the Sassafras river during the storm
of Saturday, arrived at Baltimore about
3.30 o’clock on Monday afternoon in
convoy of the ice boat Aunnapolis, Capt.
Dunn. The Endeayor, of the Queen
Anne’s Railroad Company, which ran
aground in Queenstown creek Saturday
night, on Monday afternoon arrived in
Baltimore.

Massed in the snow and ice were more
than two thousand logs in the Susque-
hanna river between Perryville and Port
Deposit, belonging to the Williamsport
(Pa.) Lumber Exchange. Some of the
logs floated through the canal and
many of them passed Betterton down

the bay.

Millington and the entire community
wereshocked tolearn of the sudden illness
and death of Mr. George A. Hurlock, one
of Millington’s oldest and most high!y
respected citizens,last Monday afternoon.
For several months he had been taking
Miss Helen Power to and from her
school, two and a half miles from town,
and took her on Monday merning as
usual. After waiting at the school for
some time and there being no scholars,
he brought Miss Power home, reaching
town about 10.80 A. m. On their return
home he complained of not feeling warm,
and pulled the carriage robes closer
around him. Leaving Miss Power at her
home, he then drove to his home, only a
few hundred yards distance. Going into
his yard he stopped his horse at the back
door as was his custom. It is supposed
that when getting out of his carriage he
fell, as he was found by his wife and Mrs.
H. 8. Cook only a few minutes later, ly-
ing unconscious between the wheels. He
was taken into his home and Dr, W. H.
Jacobs was called in at once, when it was
found that he had suffered a stroke of
paralysis. He regained consciousness
soon, but at one o’clock suffered another
and final stroke which terminated in his
death at 4.30 .M.  Mr. Hurlock was a
good citizen and a christian gentleman
of the highest standard, and one could
well set his life and character up as an
example to follow. Thereis not a person
in the community who had not the ut-
mos; confidence in him and his christian
life, which has run through many years,
for wken but seventeen years of age he
was converted, joined the M. K. Church
and since that time had been a faithful
follower and earnest worker for the
Master, and has gone to reap his reward,
a crown at the right hand of our Father
in Heaven. Nearly twenty years ago
Mr. Hurlock receiyed exhorter’s license,
which honored position he held at the
time of his death. He was also class-
leader of the Bunday morning class of
the M. E. Church of Millington, and his
class now feels that a leader has been
taken from them whom they will greatly
miss, and whose place will be hard to fill.

Mr. Hurlock was born June 27th, 1833,
on a farm three miles from Millineton,
and except one year, spent his life within
that radius of the town. He lived a
bachelor until Nov. 1885, when he mar-
rled Mrs. M. E. Turbit, widow of the late
Wm. B. Turbit, of Millington, who sur-
vives him. Thirteen years ago he moved
into Millington, where he spent the re-
mainder of his life. = His funeral took
place on Wednesday afternoon from his
late residence; interment in Millington
cemetery, Rev. Dr. D. F. Waddell offi-
ciating.

| WITH THE GUNNERS.

To Shoot at Crows Over the Traps.

The sportsmen of Lynch’s station are
preparing for a great crow shooting
match on Thursday. Thirty-seven fine

birds were caught on Thursday night,
and last night about twenty men took to
the branch in quest of the black game.
It is expected that an ample quantity of
birds will be on hand for Thursday’s
match, which will commenceat? o’clock
P. M. The crack shots of the county are
invited to be present.

Sportsmen from different sections¥of
the county are deeply interested in the
moyement having in view the securing
of stock birds for the county. A meet-
ing of gunners is called, in another col-
umn of this issue, to take place in Ches-
tertown at 2.80 o’clock on Tuesday next.

A number of gunners have made in-
quiry of the TRANSCRIPT relative to
Mongolian pheasants. It will be remem-
bered that a bill has been introduced in
the Legislature asking an appropriation
of $500 to stock the State with these
birds. In reply to the questions in re-
gard to the birds, through the kindness
of Mr. C. H. B. Massey, we are enabled
to give the following information, which
he got from Mr. J. Arthur Ford, of Cecil
county, who has a number of the birds:

“Writing from Macomb, in the State
of Illinois, Mr. W. O. Blaisdell remarks
that Judge Denny, while American Min-
ister to China, during the presidency of
General Grant,shipped eleyen Mongolian
pheasants to the State of Oregon,where
they were vurned loose. The Secretary
of State in Oregon, writes me word that
from these eleven Mongolian pheasants
introduced by Judge Denny,of Portland,
Oregon, only nine years since, there are
now in existence at least a million de-
scendants. They are spreading into the
State of Wadshington on the mnorth of
Oregon, and to California on the south;
whilst simultaneously some live speci-
mens have been imported into New
England, and others into the States on
the Gulf of Mexico. Mr. Blaisdell claims
that four vears ago he imported into the
State of Illinois the first pair of Mon-
golian or ring neck pheasants that ever
crossed the Rocky mountains. “J turned
them loose here’ he says and they have
been seen many times since. They are
the most beautiful of game birds,and will
‘ive in any clime. In Vermont last
winter they stood the very coldest
weather ever experienced in that State
when it was way below zero. The Mon-
golian pheasant has an interrupted white
ring with a great deal of green on its
rump and upper tail coverts.”

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FROM BETTERTON.

A Charming Tribute From the Pen
of Rosalie Mitchell,

As the snow angel passed over Better-
ton with its troop of attendants, it light-
ly touched the hills and dales with the

soft fleecy covering, alike on lofty roofs
or lowly fishing shanty, hiding all de-
fects and leaving for the Sunday sun-
shine, only the enchantment of a mid-
winter landscape. But, whew ! how the
storm raged! The spirits of mist and wind,
led by the snow-angel, danced all the
wild measures of a blizzard dance ; whir-
ring, whizzing, whirling the white flakes,
now east, now west, around,above, drift-
ing, floating, ’till the long streaming
fleecy robes of the wild storm spirits

fence rails, and hung in wreaths of love-
liness from vine and bramble bush, mak-
ing a veritable fairy land. The pine
trees, draped like brides, drooped their
proud heads under white mantles, the
oaks and their brother trees caught the
flying mazes of the wild fantastic snow
dance, as the angel spirits passed from
roof to roof,and tree to tree,with a magic
wand. Betterton was decorated, but the
oldest buildings received the most deli-
cate modeling. On the east old Bayside
farm house, with its old-style dormer
windows and slanting roofs, that have
watched the winters come and go for
more than a hundred years, is more pic-
turesque under its snow-mantle, than all
the new-styled roofs,and freshly painted
houses in the village.

While the old * Fish Hall” on the
westward, the first house ever built in
Betterton, stands alone and high, like a
light-house on a cliff, undaunted by
storms and unrivaled in strength and
endurance, its outbuildings which housed
the stock in other years all gone,its trees
and flowering shrubbery all dead. Ah!
the snow spirits left the impress of their
flying feet upon them in by-gone days.
Now, the old “ Hall” alone is left for
the blizzard to sweep over, the jumping,
skipping,dancing flakes whirl around the
chimney tops, whose bricks were brought
from old England more than a century
ago.

gWhen the first of the Crew family, Ed-
ward Crew, sailed from the old country
and seitled upon the farm where Better-
ton now is growing, tradition tells us
that he found a ‘“forest primeval,” but
that a friendly tribe of Indians who lived
in' the ravine below, helped him to cut
and hew the trees, and assisted in laying
the foundation of his house, the old
‘““ Fish Hall,” noted for its hospitality
and good cheer. Here Edward Crew and
his wife, Elizabeth Hanson, reared a
family of sons, who early loyed to sail
and fish upon the beautiful waters of the
bay and rivers stretching beyond their
home. They knew the baunts of the
wild ducks, and the hidden recesses
where the silvery perch had their hiding
and feeding places. For generationsthe
Crews of Fish Hall have watched the in-
comings and out going of the finny tribe,
until now these silvery, shining inhabi-
tants of old Chesapeake, have attracted
crowds of gay worldings to the high
bluffs and sloping vales of the modern
village, where, on a summer’s morning
the lizht skiffs are steered to the fishing
banks or wrecks, with the light and airy
motions of sea-gulls.

Katerprise, and an idea that an Eldora-
do will be found in the place, have start-
ed houses, stores, hoteis, wherever a spot
is for sale, for building ** an up-to-date”
dwelling. But the old *Hall” stands
proudly above them, like an eagle in its
eyrie, watching the new changes and in-
novations, holding within its sheltering
walls one of the oldest of Edward
Crew’s descendants, upon whose head
time bas laid its white caress, and who
still looks out, as in childhood, upon the
broad sweep of splendid seenery—the
distant Susquehanna, the fair and lovely
Sassafras, the high point, the Grove,
dividing it by a thin line from the
flowing Elk, the Island of Spesutiae and
the bold front of Turkey Point, with its
friendly signal-light that never fails; she
recalls the days when not a house was
seen for miles, but the ** Hall,” with its
wainscoting,its bricks from old England,
its logs, hewn by Indians, its old sword
of Revolutionary days, its traditions of
hunting times, when wild game was
killed by hundreds, its fox hunts and
proverbial good cheer. It has no man-
sard roof nor wide piazas, but it uas a
history, and.it—is-where thesnow-angel
lingers most lovingly, where the wild
geese, in passing, sing a requiem, and 1is
by far tihe most interesting spot in all
Betterton te=day.
