Rev. Edward R. Rich's Delightful
Reminiscenses of Experiences
in the Fight for the
‘“ Lost Cause.”

i e

One of the most charming reminiscent
histories written of the great strug-
gle between the North and South, is the
unassuming little volume, ‘ Comrades,”
by Rev. E. R. Rich, dean of Trinity Ca-
thedral, Easton. Without any degree of
bitterness; without any semblance of
arrogant criticism, but with loving char-
ity to friend and foe alike, the preacher-
soldier tells of many thrilling incidents
in prison, camp and afield.

The narrative opens in August 1862,
when the four “Comrades’ left pleasant
Maryland homes to lay upon the altar of
the struggling southland their services,
and if needs be, their lives. Theyrecog-
nized in thus answering the appeal of the
confederacy that they were obeying a
call to duty. From Sharpsburg into
Capitol prison, an escape, and on through
thrilling scenes of many campaigns until
the last of the * Comrades” lay in Fort
Delaware, the incidents of the history of
the great struggle run on in varying
mood ;—-daring adventure, amusing

the awful gradeur of war, and pathetic in
the desolation of death on the battle feld,
Mr. Rich has dealt with the scenes and
experiences incident to the great cam-
paigns of the Civil War with a delicacy
of feeling and an evident sincerity which
carries the reader on from page to page
in an insatiable desire,not only to follow
the destiny of the “ Comrades,” but to
watch the rapid and startling develop-
ment of the most sublime war-drama the
world has ever known.

One of the most beautiful pictures
drawn in the gallery of word-pictures, is
a reference to a camp scene while in
winter quarters. He says,—* During the
winter Bishop Johns, of Saintly memory,
visited us and heldservices on several oc-
casions, Many of the men were baptised
and confirmed, and it was a touching and
inspiring scene to behold those soldiers
of the Confederacy, away from home
and its loved ones,and who might be shot
down the very next time they went on
picket duty, kneeling humbly and rev-
erently in that rough little church, and
receiving at the hands of God’s minister
the Body and Blood of their Crucified
Lord.” The author of *“Comrades”
was wounded on the bloody field at
Gettysburg and speaks ‘“ as one having
authority ”’ of the awful baptism of fire
which swept over the depleted but noble
band under that great chieftain of the
southern troops, Robert E. Lee. While
on a furlough to his home in Baltimore,
he was arrested upon the charge of being
a spy and sentenced to be hung. This
sentence was afterward mitigated and
the prisoner was sent to Fort Delaware
instead. The experiences while in this
noted Union Bastile were not less inter-
esting than were the experiences of the
spy, the bloekade runner, the fighting
soldier or Minister of God.

After the fall of Richmond and Lee’s
surrender, the author says, of many
of those who lay in Fort Delaware:
‘“ The allurements of home beckoned to
them, the arms of love were outstretched
to welcome them, the smiles of women

enfeebled bodies and well-nigh broken
hearts, the loyal followers of Lee, Jack-
son and Hill; of Johnson, Beauregard
and Stewart; 'of Ashley, Elzey and
Ridgely Brown stacked arms for the
last time, and marched in single file to
desolated homes, scattered from the
rippling waters of the Potomac to the

| wave-washed shore to the gulf states.”

Mr. Rich refused to go and languished in
prison until taken out,supposedly to die,
wasted by disease,the result of the hard-
ships of war. He says of those who
refused to take the oath: ‘“Those who
remained were no less devoted to their

panionship of loved ones rose in tempt-
ingly beautiful vision before us, and
our hearts bled as we thought of the
longer separation, and the dreary days
and nights to be spent in the now lonely
bastile. But we were married to the
Confederacy ; we hadlinked our fate with
hers, and for better or worse we were
one, till our own death or the death of
thie sacred cause released us from our
vow. We neither manifested nor felt
any superiority toward our departing
comrades, but bidding them ‘good-bye ’
with a cheerful smile, we waited till the
last blow was struck and the last hope
gone. We could not go before.”

REGULATIONS FOR LENT.

Rules Governing the Members of the
Catholic Church During the
Holy Season.

X |

Ash Wednesday, the first day of Lent,
fell on the 28th day of February.

1.—All the faithful who have complet-
ed their twenty-first year, unless exempt
by dispensation or some other legitimate
cause, are bound to observe the fast of
Lent.

2.—They are to make one meal only a
day, except on Sundays.

3.—The meal permitted on fast days is
not to be taken till about noon.

4.—A small refreshment, commonly
called Collation, is perinitted in the
evening.

5.—The following persons are exempt
from the obligation of fasting: Persons
under twenty-one years of age, the sick,
nursing women, those who are obliged to
do hard labor, and those who, through
weakness, cannot fast, without great
prejudice to-their health.

6.—The faithful are reminded th at, be-
sides the obligation of fasting imposed
by the Church, this holy season of Lent,
should be, in an especial manner, a time
of earnest prayer, of sorrow for sin, of
seclusion from the world and its amuse-
ments, and of geserous alms-giving.

4.—Those for whom the hour of noon
may be an inconvenient time for dinner,
may invert the order and take their col-
lation in the morning, and their dinner
in the evening.

5.—The use of hog's lard, or dripping,
instead of butter, is authorized in pre-
paring permitted food.

6.—Persons exempt from the obligation
of fasting are free to take meat more
than once on those days when its use is
granted by dispensation.

use of flesh meat once a day on all fast
days and abstinence days throughout the
year, with the exception of Fridays, Ash-

Those who are exempt from the obli-
gation of fasting are free to take meat
more than ¢nce on the days mentioned.

Those who avail themselves of this In-
dult are not allowed to use flesh meat and
fish at the same meal, and they are earn-
estly exhorted to perform some other act
of mortification, such as abstinence from
intoxicating liquors.
