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AN UNUSUAL WINTER.

Navigation Closed Three Times Dur-
ing a Single Season.

—————

The past winter inaugurated a rather
unusual record. One of the most unpleas-
ant and unusual features of the season
was that of three separate and distinct
interruptions to navigation by ice.

The B.S.Ford left Chestertown Monday
and encountered ice across the bay and
in the Patapsco. A striking feature was
that while the bay was frozen across Ches-
ter river was reported entirely open for
some distance from its mouth. The Ford
started on her return trip on Tuesday, but
encountered heavy ice in the Patapsco,
and returned to Baltimore. The Grati-
tude made her trip, but encountered
heavy ice. The steamer Susquebanna
left Baltimore for Tolchester, but after
getting as far as the Shoals Light, re-
turned because of heavy ice.

DESTROYED BY FIRE.

The Pretty Home of Mr. Samuel J.
Wickes, at Rock Hall, Now
in Ashes,

The pretty home of Mr. Samuel J.

Wickes, at Rock Hall, was totally de-
stroyed by fire just before noon on Tues-
day. Mrs. Wickes is spending the winter
in Baltimore, and Mr. Wickes had gone
to his store some distance from his home,
During the cold weather a coal oil stove
had been kept burning in a room in
which were a number of Mrs. Wickes’
flowers, to prevent their freezing. Mr.
Beale, the efficient young clerk in Mr.
Wickes’ store, had gone to the house for
some purpose, and heard a noise as of an
explosion. An investigation disclosed
the fact that the coal oil stove had ex-
ploded and the room was a mass of
flame. He madean heroic effort to com-
bat the flames single-handed, but was
badly burned and fell unconscious in the
burning house, completely overcome by
heat and smoke. Mr. William Larrimore
and others discovered the perilous posi-
tion of the young man and rescued him.
Mr. Beale was soon brought back to con-
sciousness and made an heroic fight to
save the home of his employer. Mr.
Marion Coleman, of Chestertown, ren-
dered splendid service and made a thrill-
ing escape with his life. @ He dashed
through a window just in time to escape
being caught under the falling roof.
Some of the plainer furniture and other
household goods were saved, but unfor-
tunately the handsomer suites of furni-
ture were locked in rooms, and in the
excitement were not gotten out and
were 'destroyed with the doomed
home. A general alarm was sound-
ed and a great army of willing help-
ers rushed to the rescue of the dwell-
ing, but it was found impossible to do
more than save some of the furniture
from the burning house and protect
nearby buildings. The dwelling was in-
sured for $750, the furniture for $900 and
stable and granary for $350, in the Kent
Mutual.

The
residence, not so pretentious as some
others possibly, was kept in perfect
order, and was picturesquely embowered
in vines. During the summer months
banks of rich green foliage dotted with
many colored blossoms, formed a picture
not to be duplicated in the county. The
spacious grounds were perfectly kept,
and the work of the landscape gardner
was reduced to an art in their arrange-
ment,—in short, it was an ideal home.

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A NEW INDUSTRY.

A Large Acreage in Peas to be
Planted Near Chestertown.

i e s

With the passing of the peach came
the Keiffer pear and the tomato,and with
the epening of the extensive canning es-
tablishments of Isaac Robinson at differ-
ent points in the county, pea growiag
is to assume valuable proportions. Mr.
E. W. Scarborough proposes to contract
for two hundred and ffty acres in peas
alone, in the yicinity of Chestertown, for
the Robinson cannery. This is an en-
tirely new industry in this section, and
as a matter of general interest to the

 farming community, the TRANSCRIPT se-

cured frora Mr. Snodgrass, Mr. Scar-
borough’s Chestertown representative,
the following pointsas to ‘““One way to
grow peas.” Mr, Snodgrass said:

““ As soon as gronnd can be worked in
the spring, prepare the land by deep
plowingand thorough harrowing.Ground
that has been well cultivated for several
years is best—sod is not desirable. Run
double rows or trenches 6 inches deep
and always from cast to west. Have
these rows about 8 inches apart and the
distance between these double rows 2 ft.
6 inches for early and 3 ft. for late. Sow
phosphate or fine manure in the bottom
of these trenches, but do not scatter
too much. Use from 300 to 600 1bs. phos-
phate rich in potash. Sow the' peas at
the rate of two bushels of early varieties
or one and a half bushel of late per acre
and cover with a plow. Double rows
are better than single, as they support
each other, When the peas have sproutecd
and are within about an inch of the top of
the soil, run a light harrow or Hallock’s
weeder lengthwise of the rows to break
the crust and to stop the grass and weeds
from growing. When peas are about 4
inches high, cultivate carefully and again
when about to blossom. No more culti-
vation is necessary, unless unusually dry
and hot, then they should be cultivated
oftener. When the peas begin to form
in the pod, watch them carefullf and
when about three-quarters their full size,
begin to mow them and send to the
cannery without delay; they require
quick handling at this stage to prevent
heating. The price paid usually and
what is being paid this year at other
points is 2% cents per pound for the peas
as they come from the viner and before L
they are fanned. They can be mowed
with a mowing machine or with weed
scythes and hauled to the cannery the
same as hay.”
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STILL POND FARMERS’ CLUB.

Interesting Questions Discussed by
the Farmers.

T —

The Still Pond Farmers’ Clubmet at the
home of Mr.E. B. Pennington on Thurs-
day. The morning session was not ‘It'eg-
ularly opened asthe threatening weather
caused the late arrival of most of the
members, though there was considerable
discussion on several matters pertaining
to farming, among them the question as
to whether dairying paid the tenant

farmer as well as the owner of the farm,
who lived on and farmed his own land?
Some thought the tenant who gave no
share of the produet, ought to do well.
Others said the owner did better, as his
land was benefited by the manure made
by the grain-fed cows, while the tenant’s
grain-fed cows benefited the laudlord.
The question was not decided, but it was
noticed that the tenants took one side
and the owners the other,

After dinner the afternoou session was
opened with the president in the chair,
and the first question was from the
Jadies; * What is a fair daily average of
eggs from one hundred hens?” This
question brought on discussion in which
the ladies joined on the feeding and gen-
eral management of hens in winter to get
the best results. Most of the members
fed a warm feed in the morning, consist-
ing of scraps from the table and a mix-
ture of bran and meal, boiled potatoes’
wheat screenings in straw for them to
scratch, and all the corn they would eat
at night. One of the ladies had tried
Prof. Rice’s plan of giving the warm
feed at noon, with the result of almost
stopping the egg production. It was
found that those who did not, got about
two-thirds as many as they had hens.
The tomato question also came up,and
it was stated that the reason the packers
were so slow to talk about contracting
was that they could only place orders at
674 cents, and could not pack at a profit
for less than 72 cents. The members de-
cided they could not grow tomatoes for
less than six dollars a ton, the packers
to find the baskets.

The next question was, ‘ Why do so
many farmers think there is no profit in
keeping cows and sending milk to the
creamery ?”’  Several farmers were men-
tioned who had been successful,but they
all gave personal attention to the feed-
ing, care hnd milking of their cows, and
it was thought that there is not much
chunce of profit without such attention.
The question was next asked, *“ How 18
the stand of clover ?” It was found by
questioning the members that there was
not more than one-half an average stand.
Nexi question was, *“Is there any early
potato beiter than the Early Rose?” It
was thought the best by all the members.
The club adjourned to meet at the r esi-
dence of Mr. Joshua E.Jarrell on the last
Thursday in March.
