THE CHANGES INAUGURATED by the
new school law bas placed in the field a
number of persons who are being urged
for the different positions by their
friends. Among others named most
prominently for the board of school com-
missioners are Dr. W. Frank Hines, Mr.

Leaverton, and one of the present incum-
bents, Mr. C. C. Brown. For the position
of examiner of the public schools the
names of Messrs. Eben F.Perkins,Joseph
Peterson, Thos. H. Topping, Milton Mel-
vin, Sam’l W. Wallis and Thomas D.
Bowers are being strongly advocated.
The law provides that the board of
school commissioners shall be appoint-
ed by the Governor, and that the terms
in Kent shall be two, four and six years,
the governor to designate the terms al
the time of appointment. The terms,
after the expiration of the time for
which they are appointed, shall be six
years. The examiner is to be appointed
by the board of school commissioners.
