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HOTBEDS.

One of Greenhouse Type —An Im-
provement In the Hothed.

On all appliances for the use of glass
fn lengthening the season of plant
growth that of the hotbed is by far the
most common, from the small bed of a
few sashes suited to a common garden
up to the large yards of hotbeds own-
ed by market gardeners. The ordinary
making of hotbeds is well understooq,
but there are certain variations from
the usual form which are not so well
known, although worthy the consider-
ation of progressive gardeners. To
these attention is called in an article
originally appearing in Vick’s Maga-
zine. The writer says:

First we will speak of a form of hot-
bed which is somewhat in the nature
of a greenhouse. :
Fig. 1 shows such a hotbed of green-
house form in cross section. The width
of the house is 14 feet. The roof con-

sists of six foot hotbed sash supported
by rafters and a ridge part that con-
sists of lapping boards which extend
lengthwise of the house. The uppet
boards of this part, in alternate lengths
oh each side, are hinged to the ridge
piece, thus affording means of ventila-
tion without sliding the sash. Entrance
is effected from the end through a
shed, as shown in Fig. 2. The prinei-
pal advantage of such a house is that
the work of planting, watering, ete,,
can be done at times when it is too cold
or stormy to open hotbeds as these
are ordinarily made. There are some
gains also in the matter of heat econo-
my as well as in that of being able to
replenish any part with fresh manure
in case this is desired for increased
heat.

First, an excavation two feet in
depth and the size of the house was
made, the soil being used in part for
banking against the house for shelter
and to earry away moisture. The sides
consist of two inch scantling boarded
up on the irside and at the top on the
outside. The sash supports, of two
inch stuff, at one end rest on the outer
walls, while toward the other end they
rest on two plates two and a half feet
apart, which run lengthwise with the
house. These plates are supported by
iron gas pipes at intervals of eight
feet, the lines ¢f which also define the
walk and the beds. The height of the
house at the center is six and a half
feet. The manure spaces are of the
same extent as the beds proper and
are about three feet deep. In the
boarding up of the manure spaces at
the walk it is arranged to have the
greater part of the board surface mov-
able, being keépt in place by the but-
tons which are attached to the station-
ary boards at the top and bottom.

Asgide from the hotbed above de-
gcribed the present writer has had
much experience with hotbeds of the
ordinary form a little later in the sea-
son than when the greenhouse is oper-
ated. One method employed in ar-
ranging his hotbed yard has been so
satisfactory that he heartily recom-
mends it to others. The idea is shown
in Fig. 8. It is in the direction of
entirely saving the handling of sashes,
except as they slide on the frame, with
a saving both in glass breakage and in-
jury from racking.

The way of effecting this is by hav-
ing the hotbeds arranged in double
line as & and b in the engraving, with
a space (¢) between them equal in
width to a hotbed. This space is de-
gigned to accommodate the sash when
the bed is uncovered and thus never
moving them into the walks (d 4). It
is seen that the sash supports are

twice the usual length—that is, they
reach across the space ¢, thus keeping
the sashes as safely supported and as
free from racking when moved off the
bed as when they are in place. The
same space accommodates the sashes
of both beds, as the slope permits the
extended parts of the supports to be
one well above the other, as the figure
shows.

The space between the beds is not
lost either, for here such things as late
erlery, cabbage and cauliffower are
sown, 28 the sashes are entirely remov-
ed by the time the seedlings require
the head space.

FPatato Experience.

At one of the Canadian farm stations
large whole potatoes did not give a cor-
responding yield to the weight of tu-
bers planted. and the result points to
the inadvisability of planting very
large sets. Small whole potatoes were
more satisfactory and give promise of
furnishing in a favorable season means
of disposing of some unmarketable po-
tatoes. The result from seed ends on-
ly shows the error of a prevalent theo-
ry as to their worthlessness for seed
purpases.

Dairy, Inutrnﬂtlﬂn

- Professor W. A. Henry, dean of the
Wisconsin Agllcultma] college, advo-
cates the teaching of agriculture, and
especially dairy subjects, in the rural
schools. He wanted the state normals
to fit teachers to teach children the
meaning of such terms as ‘“protein”
and “carbohydrates.” He points to the
result of such education in Denmark,
where agricultural products are $24 per
capita, while in Illinois they are but §8.

Why, the million-
aire dry goods king, Stewart of New
York, was a real prisoner in his own
establishment. If you wanted to see
him in his office, you were called upon
to state your business. You might pass
the first sentry, but not the second.

PDairy Products,
The dairyman who cannot turn out
uniform goods has not yet reached the
point where he can eall his business
successtul, writes George E. Newell in
The American Cultivator.
A dealer or consumer is not looking
for the product of a dairy that is spot-
ted in f;r;iih'---tl::!t ig, good one day
and mediocre thie next.
One ui the greatest triumphs in but-
ter making is to produce an article of a
high grade and have it so without any
variation of quality from day to day.
To do this does not mean mere detail
work in the dairy room, but it em-
braces the whole extensive field of
dairying, which the amateur butter
maker in search of improved methods

fme of

advantage.

When he finally succeeds in turning
out even grade, gilt edged butter, he
will probably have found that his
whole business has been revolution-
ized and placed on a paying basis.

So, 1 say, that for one who has never
tried it it is no light matter to use the
watchword *‘uniformity’” on the dairy
farm. And yet to do so and to carry it
to a successful end mean prosperity
and a permanent butter market.

Is dairying worth being followed if
one cannot have such a result?

First, cows must be absolutely healthy
And kept in a vigorous physical’condi-
tion.

- Warm, sanative
maintained.

The feeding and milking must be
done at strictly regular intervals.
Foreign flavors in the milk will be
destructive to butter quality after-
ward.

Milk must be removed to the dairy
room as soon as drawn from the cows.
Any extremes of temperatures in the
milk or cream, either freezing or heat-
ing, are injurious to the butter made
from it.

Milk should be strained into the re-
ceplacles prepared for it as soon as it
reaches the dairy room.

If setting is practiced, the cream
should be lifted from it within 36
hours, and 24 hours are better.

If a “baby” separator is used, the
milk ought to be run through it as
soon as convenient after leaving the
udder and the cream be afterward
properly matured.

Temperature must be controlled in
the dairy room, so that the best degree
of heat or cold for the various stages
of butter making can be readily ob-
ained.

Having once inaugurated a system of
good butter making with a high stand-
ard of quality established, the object
must then be to make everything so
subservient to that system that no dif-
ference in color, flavor or texture in
the product is discernible from day to
day.

Trntin,u; na Herd,

Iin the bulletin of the United States
department of agriculture on “The
Dairy Herd,” Major Alvord relates the
following:

“A dairyman of wide reputation,
president of a state association for
vears, concluded to adopt the daily
milk record rather because of those
who advocated it than of any convie-
tion of needing it himself. His herd
was of his own breeding; he had han-
dled every .cow from its birth, and he
and his sons did the milking.

note of the joint opinion of himself and
sons, as to the half dozen best cows
in the herd, and an estimate of their
season’s milk yield. When the year's
record was completed, it was found
that in order of actual merit, the cows
stood as follows: The best cow was the
fifth in the estimate; the second, a ¢ow
not on his list; the third was the fourth
on the list; the fourth was the first;
the fifth was his sixth; the sixth, a
cow not in his estimate, and his second
and third in previous estimate were
way down on the list. These facts
were borne out by subsequent records,
and the man who had called himself a
good dairyman was forced to the con-
clusion that one-fourth of his cows
were being Kkept at an actual loss,
while others barely paid their way.”

Treat Cows Well,

It is extremely difficult to get a
great many men to see that the reason
why they are not financially successful
with cows is because they treat them
in so heartless a manner, says Hoard’'s
Dairyman. They tie them up in rigid
stanchions and force them to bare
their young in such cruel confinement;
they compel them to lie in their own
filth until their sides are plastered with
it; they shut them up in dark, damp
underground stables, forcing them to
breatheairreeking with poisoned fumes;
they half starve them in winter’s
cold and midsummer droughts; they
dog them and abuse them with blows
and curses. All these things are of
common practice, and then such men
wonder that this wonderful mother de-
nies to them a profit from her mother-
hood.

Winter Dalr;v. ing.

The use of the separator is doing
much toward making winter dairying
profitable, says The American Culti-
vator. If it is properly managed, all
the butter can be taken from the milk,
Or S0 near it as to amount to a loss of
about one pound in a thousand, while
the old systemn of setting the milk in a
room where it imight freeze often caus-
ed a loss of two or three pounds in a
hundred, and sometimes the butter re-
fused to come at all or was worth but
little when it did come. With separat-
or and all the other improved appli-
ances in the dairy room. a knowledge
of what i€ a zood food and all the oth-
er dairy information which has been
disseminated in the past 20 yvears it
would seem as if the dairvimen should
have an easy and profitable business,
much better than we had 20 years ago.

Winter Bee Notes,

Among timely bee notes A. H. Duft
advises in IFarm, Field and Fireside as
follows:

If you find a good many dead Dbees
outside the entrance of the hives after
the bees have taken a fly during win-
ter, it is a good sign that they are
strong enough to eclean out their hives.
If you find a colony that have no dead
bees at the entrance, you may conclude
it is dead or 0 weak it is unable to do
business.

Do not offer to feed liquid food in
winter to your bees, for it is aimost
sure deatnh to the colony. Begin feed-
ing liguid feed after the weather turns
warm in early spring and the bees are
flying daily.

You can erect windbreaks at any
time during winter without molesting
the bees, and if not already done, do it
now, as it will pay you for the time
and expense.

Make some candy from the best
grades of sugar, and give it to the bees
that you find scarce of stores about
midwinter or a little later.

Crimson Clover.

This crop closely follows rye in the
feeding votation and has proved very
valuable In New .Jersey. It has been
proved to be quite as hardy as the red
clover and has yielded from 8 to 11
tons of green forage per acre, depend-
ing upon the method of seeding, wheth-
er on raw ground or as a cover crop.
Experience in the growth of this erop
indicates that July is the best month
for seeding, though it may be seeded as
late as September and do well provided
the autumn is moist and warm. The
best crop results are obtained when the
s0il is thoroughly prepared and the
seed lightly covered with a harrow or
other tool which does not cover too
deeply. The amount of seed may range
from 10 to 15 pounds per acre. On
freshly prepared soil the smaller quan-
tity frequently answers quite as well
as the iarger, though when seeded in
corn or other crop the larger quantity
fs preferable.
