POLE BEANS UNDER GLASS,

A Good Feorcing Crop. Affording =a
New Opportunity to Gardeners,
The forcing of dwarf or brush beans

under glass has been a favorite prae-

tice at certain seasons of the year with
most gardeners, but it is believed that

the experiments of Professor F. W.

rane of the New Hampshire station,

begun in 1896G-7, in the foreing of the
pole or running varieties are perhaps
the first of their kind to claim atten-
tion. The pole bean, like cucumbers,
tomatoes trained to one stem, sweet
corn, etc.,, must have plenty of head
room or space above the bench or bed
in which to develop. Doubtless this
accounts for its not having been con-
sidered before. The modern lettuce

and cucumber house, with the beds di-

rectly on the ground, are well adapted

for this erop.

Professor Rane’s experience gs sum-
med up by himself was very satisfac-
tory and appears to open up another
new. avenue for the energies of enter-
prising market gardeners. His conclu-
sions are:

Pole beans should be included in the
list of vegetables adapted for forcing
under glass.

The requisites for forcing pole beans
under glass are practically the same
as for bush beans, sweet corn, melons,
cucumbers, ete., a night temperature
of not less than 60 degrees, with 10 de-
grees or more higher during the day.
The house should be kept moist, and
the soil likewise should never become
very dry.

The house adapted for forcing pole
beans should have considerable space
above the Dbeds, ranging about eight
feet.

Pole beans thrive well in almost any
good fertile greenhouse soil. In this
respect they resemble corn.

The time from germination until ma-
turity varies with different varieties.
The range for those tested was from
b4 to 62 days.

Much time is saved by starting the
seed in pots, precaution being taken
not to allow the plant to become pot
bound before transplanting. The plants
should be in their permanent positions
before they begin to run.

The varieties that were found to do
well when tested were Mastiff Golden
Pod, Early Golden Cluster and Golden
Champion, named in order of produc-
tiveness.

A cord ftrellis is preferable te the or-
dinary bean pole for training up the

plants. They are more evenly distrib-
uted by the use of the cord, and, too,
the shade from the pole is avoided.

Practically no trouble from insects
or fungus attended the growing of this
¢rop. One variety developed a slight

tendency to pod rot at the last picking.

Red spider and mite, which have been
reported as troublesome in forcing
dwarf Dbeans, are kept in check by

maintaining a moist atmosphere.

Where bush beans can be made a
success as a main crop, with a house
adapted for them, pole beans, we be-
lieve, will be found much more pro-
ductive, area for area, and hence more
profitable.

~The popular theory that animals ecan
be taught tricks by firmness and kind-
ness 1s a grim error, according to a vet-
eran circus man who has sent forth
the dictum that no animal was ever
trained to do anything unnatfural ex-
cept by punishment. If it knows hun-
ger or pain will follow disobedience, it
will obey.

It takes the whip to break the colt to
harness or saddle, but the end justifies
the means, and the animal’s intelli-
gencé when once it has learned its les-
son does away with further use of the
whip. But if a horse is taught tricks,
such as one sees in a circus, the con-
stant use of the whip is necessary,

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CALLS AND CARDS.

Good Form In Boith—Titles on Cards,
sSocial Visiting.

The correct use and appearance of
the visiting card are regulated by eus-
tom, the infringement of which stamps
one as beyond the social pale, says The
Ladies’ Home .Journal, from whieh the
following items of “good form” are
gleaned :

A lady’s visiting card is of medium
mze, engraved in seript or Roman let-
ters, the address in the right hand cor-
ner, the reception day in the left. A
man’s card is smaller, having the name
printed in full, without initials, with
the prefix “Mr.” and bearing the ad-
dress of his home or club.

No titles are used save military, na-
val or judicial ones and those of cler-
gymen and physicians, Such eards
would read, “Captain John Lester,”
with name of regiment or corps, Unit-
ed States army or mavy, in left hand
corner, or “Mr. John Lester,” with
rank and regiment under the name;
“Mr. Justice Beakman,” *‘“Rev. John
Storm, D, D.,” “Dr. Kenneth Kellogg.”
“Mrs. Colonel Doe” and “Mrs. Dr.
Doe” are both incorrect.

A young woman entering society has
her name below her mother's on the
same card, but she may use her own
as well. The prefix “Miss” should al-
ways accompany the name of an un-
married woman.

A  widow retains: her husband’s
Christian name or not, as she pleases.
It sometimes occasions embarrass-
ment if a son bearing his father's
name is married. By reason of seniori-
ty a widow's card may then read,
“Mrs. Blank.” This precedence is now
assumed by the wife of the senior
member of a family—the head of the
clan, as it were. Anything claimed
as a distinction becomes desirable. The
“Mr. and Mrs.)”” card is no longer used,

-and the folded or turned down card,

signifying a personal ecall, is obsolete.

After receiving invitations the eti-
quette of calls and cards varies in dif-
ferent countries and cities. In London
and Paris the guests, after a dinner or
ball, hasten to leave their cards upon
their hostess the next day, after which
they may call at their convenience.
With us courtesy demands that a per-
sonal call be made after a dinner or
luncheon invitation and within a week
after the function. A regret imposes
the same obligation. H

After a wedding one calls upon those
in whose names the invitations were
issued and upon the young couple with-
in the year. A bride calls upon her
friends only after they have paid her
that attention.

The presence of guests at a recep-
tion is accounted a visit, They leave
their cards and those of the absent
members of their families in the hall
before entering the drawing or recep-
tion room,

Those unable to accept wedding or
reception invitations send ecards in-
closed in envelopes on the day of the
function, by hand or post, and call aft-
erward. After any other form of en-
tertainment cards may be sent, but,
when possible, a ecall should be made
in person.

A lady’s social visiting is regulated
by custom as by a code., There must
be a call for a call and a card for a card.

At the first call of the season a mar-
ried woman leaves, with her own, two
of her husband’'s cards for the lady
and master of the house and three of
her son’s if there be young ladies in
the family. If her friend be at home,
she places them on the hall table, send-
ing her own card by the servant. At
subsequent calls she need not leave
her husband's card unless he has re-
celved an invitation, and she may al-
low her sons and daughters to assume
their own obligations.

A change of residence should be an-
nounced early in the season by sending
cards to all one’'s acquaintances, with
the new address and reception day.

If a lady has a reception day, her
friends should try to call at that time.
She need not receive chance callers on
any other day,; she could never be sure
of an uninterrupted hour at home. The
servant should be previously instruct-
ed to give the same message to all
comers, “Mrs. Homer is engaged today
and is sorry not to be able to see any
one,” at which npne could take offense,
