It 18 susT sucH wispoMm (?) as is con-
tained in the following statement of Mr.
B. Howard Haman, the hero of the new
oyster leasing bill, which seeks to solve
the great oyster question for the State
of Maryland. Hear him, for he must
speak : ‘I am an Eastern Shore man, I
was born in Kent county. This used to
be an oyster region, but it is scarcely
worthy of the name now.” = And this
statement is made of the finest oyster
bars of the world,—bars which, though
ereatly depleted, still furnish probably
a half million bushels of the finest oysters
which find their way to the great pack-
ing houses of the men who would be-
come the beneficiaries of the proposed
Haman oyster law. Away with such
sophists and such sophistries.
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Riev. CaArLEs M. SHELDON, in his ef-
fort to show the world how Christ would
edit a newspaper were He on earth, em-
phasized above all other things, the fact
that a popular writer and preacher is not
of necessity a success in the world of
L journalism. As a nmewspaper, Mr. Shel-
don’s effort was a faillure; as a paper
peculiarly adapted for Sundayreading or
for moral meditation, it was nearer a
success. The preacher-editor totally
lacked the requisite experience and that
even more indispensable faculty;a talent
to discover and arrange news in attrac-
tive form. The moral tone of the paper
' was such, howeyer, that, could universal
newspaperdom be induced to attain to
its standard, such a revolution as the
world has rarely known would ensue
and great good would result. To say
that the Topeka Capilol could not be
made a success with proper newspaper
talent thrown into it and conducted along

would be, we believe,a mistake. Lengthy
essays and padded dissertations,however,
come more properly within the province
of purely church and moral literature
than in the columns of the daily press. By
this it is not meant that moral questions
should not be treated inthe great metro-
politan dailieg, for it is insisted, that this
can be done; a high moral tone pre-
served, and the interesting news quality
of the paper maintained.
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THE AVERAGE Kent county oysterman
fails to find anything in the oyster law
proposed by Messrs. B. Howard Haman
and A. L. Miles, but another way to steal
in the back door and secure a wholesale
leasing of the oyster beds of the Chesa-
peake., Among other things provided
by the bill is, “when the map for any one
district shall have been finished, the dis-
trict shall be declared open for oyster
culture,and applicants who shall be bona
fide and responsible residents of Mary-
land, shall be given the right to take up
land not exceeding 300 acres to any one
person. The land shall be leased and not
sold. The leases are to run 20 years and
the rental is to be a fixed yearly sum, to
be named by the commissioner, not less
than $1 and not more than $2 per acre
per annum.” Among the general provi-
sions of the bill the following may be
noted as important: “Owners of land
bordering on the bay or its tributaries,
are given the first right to take up oyster
lands adjacent to their property, not ex-
ceeding, however, 300 acres to any one
person. ‘No assignments made to non-
residents are valid, and no person, firms
or corporations are permitted to acquire
by assignment, or otherwise, the title to
more than 300 acres of oyster land.”

It would not be a difficult matter,under
these conditions, for the money-lords to
gobble up thousands of acres of the
choicest bottoms of the Chesapeake. In
what respect will owners of land bor-
dering on the oyster grounds of the bay
and its tributaries be benefitted by being
allowed to take up 300 acres of land,
when for years past they have been,
many of them, unable to incur the ex-
pense necessary to take up and cultivate
the allowed five acres. Tongers and
others have been confronted by the same
difficulty. The leasing advocates are de-
termined to get in on the Chesapeake
beds in some way, and this is the latest
move. Let the State take hold of the
matter and reap the golden harvest,
rather than the trusts and monopolists.

THE STATE LEGISLATURE.

A bill to prevent corruption in elections
has been introduced at Annapolis. It
provides that a voter when registered
shall swear that he will neither offer nor
accept a bribe, under a fine of five hun-
dred dollars or five years imprisonment.

Governor Smith still has a large num-
ber of appointments to make which are
not required to be confirmed by the Sen-
ate. Among them are three school com-
missioners for Kent county.

The bill to abolish the office of State
Fire Marshall was defeated.

Mr. Duncan’s bill to make the verdict
of nine jurors sufiicient in civil cases,
was lost for want of a constitutional
majority.

The bill to give Baltimore the entire
amount of its liguor license fees, was

voted down in the Senate by the counties.

THE OLD REED RIFLES!

The reference made in a recent issue of
the Chestertown TRANsCRIPT to the
Reced Rifles’ visit to Washington, forty
years ago, brought to mind some inter-
esting incidents attending the organiza-

tion of that company in June, 1858,which
will'be remembered by the survivors, and
prove entertaining, as tradition, to the
young people, I assume.

Mr. James T. Lassel!, then a student of
law under the tuition of his father, the
late Wm. S. Lassell, Esq.,, and now a
minister in the Maryland Conference ot
tke Methodist Protestant Church, feeling
that his native town needed a military
company (as it had usually possessed one)
to enliven it, mentioned the matter to
prominent citizens, and, receiving en-
couragement, canvassed the town, with
the quick result of a large enroliment. It
was tacitly understood from the begin-
ning of the canvass, that the company
would have as its captain Mr. E. F. Per-
kins, a young lawyer who had already a
reputation as an accomplished military
tactician, gained while he was captain of
a company of lads whose manceuvres on
parade-days had won the admiration of
enthusiastic lookers-on, and had set ex-
members of old companies to ransacking
their memories for instances of equal
skill and agility manifested by companies
of men-soldiers—home companies and
visiting companies, which vied with each
other for the plaudits of the thousands
who witnessed their evolutions in parade,
on gala days, in other years.

The company was organized with the
following commissioned officers, viz:
Japtain, E. F. Perkins; First Lieutenant,
John Bordley* (a strong second to the
captain); Second Lieutenant, Robert
Stam; Third Lieutenant, James T. Las-
sell. I wish I could give the names of
all the non-commissioned officers and the
privates, but 1 cannot. Lieutenant Las-
sell, who had *‘raised” the company, re-
quested that it should parade on the
Fourth of July. *“Impossible! for that
is only about three weeks off I was the
discouraging answer. But, by dint of
zealous pleading, the company wae
drawn into an enthusiastic determination
to parade, if possible, on the day indi-
cated. Drills were frequent, and raw
recruits showed themselves almost veter-
ans in skill, gained in the boy companies
to which they had once belonged.  Mr.
James Arthur, one of the leading tailors
of the town, took the contract to furnish
all the uniforms. No penalty was at-
tached to the contract, but he would do
his best to have them all ready in time.
Hope ran now high, now low! Uniforms,
preseatly, began to be delivered. Allthe
town seemed interested in the questions:
«Will the Reed Rifles parade on the
Fourth? Can they get ready?”’ By and
by the g'ad assurance came from Mr.
Arthur that every uniform would be
finised in time. Enthusiasm became al-

most ecstasy, ‘““Charter a steamboat and
make an ﬂf._uurﬁiqn,” was suggested,
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the lines laid down by Mr. Sheldon,

Here the captain said that he regretted
to dampen the company’s ardor by the
statement that no music seemed avail-
able, and that there would be no parade
without music. The Third Lieutenant
was a flutest,—had been a member of the
late band of the town, in which he played
the octave flute (piccolo), and at the mo-
ment when the threatening cloud of dis-
appointment hung most darkling over the
spirits of the company, he said: “Cap-
tain, we have a fine drummer in the
community, and Mr. , of Haston.
(Md.), has few if any superiors in the use
of the fife. Try to secure the services of
the fifer, and if you fail, I will, with your
consent, take the place of fifer in the
parade.”” The captain was surprised,
the company was thrilled with delight.
A steamboat was chartered for an ex-
cursion

The company daily approached nearer
to verfection in drill and that Fourth of
July was celebrated with great enthusi-
asm. The Reed Rifles paraded with full
ranks, in full uniform to martial music
deftly rendered by Mr, ‘“Boots Tom
Jones,” the well-known and popular
drummer and lithe third lieutenant in
his last worn roundabout { which he had
not yet out-grown) a8 fifer. Who the
fifer boy was, floated as a mystery before
most of the vast multitude who witnessed
the parade. Mr. John Greenwood, a
prominent citizen possessed of an en-
thusiastic military spirit, on finding out
who he was, in a thrill of admiration of
the yvoung lieutenant’s act, dubbed him,
‘“ Fifer generalissimo.” On the excursion,
the “ fifer-bov ” appeared in his proper
garb as an officer in full dress. He was
semi-privately addressed in purport as
follows: ¢ Lieuteuant, I congratulate
vou upon the attainment of your wish!
("hestertown has a military company!
The parade has taken place, and was a
success! And your voluntary service as
fifer—mnot only a coup de main (a sur-
prise ) but a genuine military coup d’oeil,
in time of peace—will be regarded as an
extraordinary act of self-sacrifice by a
commissioned officer for the pleasure and
laudable pride of his company.”

The eclat with which the parade was
ereeted, and the encominms pronounced
upon officers and men by the military
geniuses of the town and visiting popu-
lace,with the echoes whpse whispers were

‘heard for months afterward, and even

for years, until lost amid the accumula-
ting, new and newer praises won by
subsequent achievements, left nothing
to be desired in the wav of remuneration
for the trouble and toil which success
had made necessary.

In view of the above record of the re-
sourcefulness manifested at the organi-
zation of the orizinal company of Reed
Rifles, and of the persistent determina-
tion to accomplish the purpose in hand,
that is, to enroll, organize, drill, equip
and parade with, at least, creditable
skill and precision, within about the
space of three weeks, one, even at this
late day, feels like indulging in enthusi-
astic praise of all who performed a part
in the accomplishment of that clever
feat. No wonder “the old Reed Rifles
stacked arms without bayonets, at Wash-
ington,” some years afterward.
