The first step tuken by the Depart-
ment to remedy the acknowledged evil
was the issuance of the order- discontin-
uing the practice of sending 1o a large
number of manufacturing concerns and
mail order firms throughout the country
daily bulletins contaimng information
regarding the establishment of rural
routes, their location and the names of
the carriers,

The second step will be taken by
Postmaster General Payne within a few
days, when he will issue an order calling
the attention of the employees of the
rural free delivery service to that section
of the regulatious which prohibits a car-
rier from acting as agent for any firm,

The_third step will be taken by the
Postmaster General in the near future
by rescinding the order issued some
months ago instructing each postmaster
to post in a conspicuous place In his
office the names and addresses of patrons
along the rural routes branching out
from his headquarters.

Ever since this last order was issued,
the Department has been deluged with
complaints. These petitions were from
general store-keepers, merchants, black-

men, millers, and, in fact, from the rep-
resentatives of every conceivable indus-
try, of a nature which makes it local In
character and all contained the infor-
mation that as soon as the rural free de-
livery lists were bulletined in a postoffice,
representatives of mail order councerns
in big cities copied the names and sent
them to houses represented by them.

CARE OF THE MOUTH.

It is a Matter of Importance, Especially to
Ehi@n.

Perhaps no part ofthe body is 80 often
neglected as the mouth. Especially is
this noticeable in the case of childreu,
A mother who will religiously bathe her

child and keep its body sweet and clean
will often fail to clean its mouth. A
newborn infant shoull bave its mouth
cleaned afier each feeding. A soft cloth
wet in & weak solution of boracic acid
should be used for this purpose. 1f this
was always done, we should rarely find
a case of infantile sore mouth,

After the teeth come and the mouth is
large enough a small soft brush should
be used. The teeth and mouth should
be throughly cleaned at least twice daily.
In illness, where sordes and mucous
sccumulate rapidly and wherethe tongue
and lips are parched and stiff, attention
is npeeded every hour. The mouth
should be kept moist, and the same
treatment should ke carried out through
the night as through the day. Boracic
acid solution, listerine, lemon juice,
glycerine and distilled water are all re-
freshing and soften the tissues. Where

| the lips are chapped or fissures appear

o lubricant of cold cream or sterilized
Where the
' gums are spongy and soft and bleed rap-
idly a few drops of tincture of myrrh
addded to pure water will help to harden
them, Small squares of old linen or soft
gauze should be used instead of a brush
where one is ill or weak. These should
be immediately burned after use.

Every part of the mouth should be
cleansed—behind the wisCom teeth, the
roof of the mouth and under the tongue.
Lemon juice and water will remove the
fur from a thickly coated tongue. Where
the teeth. are sensitive the water should
be slightly warm.—South California
Practitioner.
