All *ax bills unpaid on the 1st of April in
each year shall be placed in the hands of the
Sheriff of the county, who shall forthwith
proceed to seize, levy upon, advertise and
gell the property of guch delinquents, or 80
much thereof as is necessary to pay =gid taxes,
interests charges and cost of sale, and for this
purpose the said Sheriff is hereby clothed
with all the powers possessed by collectors of
taxes under the Code of ublic General Laws
and the Sheriff shall report and pay ovel to
the Treasurer before the 1st day of June 1n
cach year all the taxes collected by him.

| to draw from his own experience SOme hints
' or lessons which may tend to save them from
| distress and disaster, ard which may give
' them help and encouragement.
. Every man who has not dried his withered
' soul by the persistent, systematic pursuit of
' selfish aims, must feel a tender sympacdny for
| those who are about to take up the struggle
_of life in maturer flelds. This sympathy isa
' well spring ot youth, which kKeeps our higher
| amotions and impulses vigorous long atter

the weight of years we have to ecariy, bows
| our decrepid physicial frames and robs us of
our energy and zest in life This bond of
sympathy, powerful always, must have added
atrength when it is aroused toward a0 assem
| bly of young men and women who are grad-
nates of one of the most ancient s=eats of
learning, remarkable as it ig for the distinc.
tion of having been encouraged and aided, as
well as named for the greatest mall the Wes-
| tern Hemisphere hasever produced, George
Washington.

This is a world of commercial warfare, and
an age of keenest competition, and the result
of this competition ia to to make the value of

|
i education
' and appreciated. Mogt men and women must
| be educated in order to raise them above
| mediocrity and enable them to attain any
' considerable degree of success. It is true
i many highly educated men have failed miser-
| ably, and it is also true that many men with-
!Dl.lt aducation have succeeded. Many who
are ceducated and have succeeded 1n life are
i educated aluong widely ditffereut lines, just as

divergent, indeed, as are the lines which they

to success, the one by one route, the other hy
a different route, but no two in precisely the
same groove. Thisbrings usto the guestion
what kind of an education from the stand-
point of probable commercial success should
be placed within the grasp of the young men
and women of this age.

The curse with which our first ancestor,
Adam, was cursed follows his descenda nts;
and we must work; but 1 doubt if in the
changed order of the Universe this curse is
not more aboon and a blessing than other-
wise. Asarule, first and foremost, every
individual in the world who does not expect
to become a public charge must make a
living, and whatever education the individual
can acquire which aids him in the more suc-
cessful accomplishment of that result is a
| benefaction. Inthe commercial world, what-
| everin a broad sense 18 collateral or superflu-
| ous, is a hamper and a drag which retards the
| progress of the energetic young man or wo:-
' man Only that part of the education you have
which is productive will pay. The knowledge
you have, as you are able to apply it to tne
every day affairs of life, must be of money
value to the world or else the world will pay
you nothing forit. It will be asunp roductive
otherwise as a costly but useless mechanical
invention.

The ancient conception of proper educa tion
| was to amass a store of compacatively use-
less learning. Scholars dug atter Greex roots
and neglected the necessities of maankind
which might have been relieved to an extent
by the same intelligent effort applied to the
golution of the industrial and political prob-
lems which burdened the world. Hence we
read of students living in obscu rity and dis-
comfort. They were honored by the world,
but were not fed by the world, because their
conception ot the proper funection of an edu-
cated man was to eschew untilitarian pur-
suits. The student was a non-producer. His
education, his delving with infinite pains and
iabor in the fossil remains of forgotten
“ologies” did not produce one single blade of
grass nor add one single atom toward the
promotion of the public welfare, and it was
therefore but natural students were obliged
to walk many miles barefoot, begging their
way to the old universities ot Europe,impelled
by a pathetic enthusiasm which bore with
patience the incredible hardships they e€n-
dured. Their education was defective because
it did not teach them to stand and walk alone.
I do not intend in anything I have said, or
| shall say, to convey the impression that 1
discount or disparage the value of moral
philosophy, logic and art in making up the
sum total of the world's resources, nor that
| 1 do not recognize and appreciate the truth

that men *can not live by bread alone.”
The influence and the cult springing
' {from such sources are inestimabla as well as
indispensable in. civiiizing humanity and
softening the roughness ot our hard natures,
but these things are unfortunately tor the
few. I deplore any gsystem of education
fi which does not broaden the sympathies ¢ nd
| appeal to the highest attributes of human
| character, or which, as has been aptly said,
| “makes large brains and little hearts,”
| 1T donov take a sordid or earthly view, of
| the functions of education, but the hard fact
remains that the problem which confronts
| the vast majority of {he hbuman race from
| the cradle until repose is found at last in the
grave is not how to improve and cultivate
one’s gelf, but how to make a living. Lt i3 to
this class I speak, and to advise 1is members
| to devote themselves to the luxuries of edu-
| eation, which areavaiiablc only for those
]1 financially independent,
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s great ignorance of
elebrated sug-
gestion of Marie A ntoinette, who when told
| that the starving French people were crying
| for bread advised that they eat cake.
| It has been said tha! there are but three
| ways, and only three,
and a puerson accomp.i.i it must work, beg
| or steal. After thinkinz the subject over i |
can recall no fourth way. Although there
may be some sbort cu tg to wealth as long as
£50lg have money and rascals want it, the
world must live by labor. Millions of mem-
bers of the human family must be condemned
te it. Existence for maoat of us must be a life
of penal gservituide. The scholar who devotes
| himeelf to some one of the learned profes-
sions with the hope of success is as much a
laborer as the man who works with the pick
or hoe. And o matter in what trade or pro-
fession, when one generation of laborers, dis-
pirited and exhausted, drop ouft, a new gene-
ration eagerly rushed in to take its place, to
labor, disap pear and be replaced in turn in
ceaseless flow. The leaders of one generation
are soon the departed heroes of the next.

But education is the artist who should il-
Jumine the dark shadows of the somber pic-
ture I have drawn. Whilst not the only
function of the most advantageous education»
it is undoubtedly its mosb important func-
tion, to lighten this load of labor which bears
so heavily upon the world, or make it more
productive by the aystematic application of
scientific principles. Here education finds
its most profitable, because its myst useful
theatre of action. There is no productive
occupation which adds anything to the capi-
tal of the world if followed diiigently and in-
telligently, with a clear understanding of its
basic principles, but what will lead to a fair
neasure nf success. Take for an example the
( work of a farmer, an industry with which we
are all more or less familiar, and which en-
gages the attentior of more people and more
capital in Mary land than any other business
or occupation, and tas nowhere ieached a
higher state Ol development than in this
county. The farmer’s business is to make
the soil produce. 7The elementary operations
arethe simplest, but between tre rud2 at-
tempts of the poorest farmer and the highest
aericulture success liesa world of seience,and
room ftor the most axhaustive machinery,
chemirtry and trade conditions. The only
interests which sufler because farmers are
educated are the dealers in hull-less oats and
fake fertilizers. Bach scientific point which
is discovered, which results in saving expense
or labor, or which causes the earth to yield a
little more, is a step in advance which will
aurely bring its reward.

Education for the masses,
heginning, straight 10 &
practical business néaessity, so that students
no longer go anrewarded for their labor, be-
cause their thought, talents and accomplish-
-'mm:ut.:-_a are needed and must be encouraged.
gtudents no longer beg a crust and content
themselves with high thoughts and poor
| lodginegs Rducational advantages are more
| generally and more generously supplied than
ever before. REducation 18 rapidly being
brought within the grasp of ambitious young
| people of small means. Institutions of learn-
ing flourish as never before, but the most
1 flourishing are oniy those institutions which
grant the student a reasonable liberty of
choice in selecting the course of study he
deems most useful to him in his intended oc-
cupation. The progressive educational Iin-
| atitution should no more require all its
students to pursue the same course of study
than an up-to-date shoe dealer would insist
upon all his customers wearing shoes made
on the san.e last.

As T have said this isan age of competition.
The individual who anticipates his com-
petitors, even by a hair's breadth, is that
much ahead in the race. From a selfish com-
mercial standpoint the most successful
education is the education directly in line
with the course in life the student proposes
to follow, whatever that may be: the edu-
cation which concentrates allits power at one
point, without squandering any energy on
subsidiary- objects, which are not essential
to the main issue. The trend of progress
along educational line, as far as my oObser-
vation goes, has been effected by the force of
com:nercial conditions. A young man Or a
young woman, in very few instances can fol-
low the path through life they would choose,
and do only that which gratifies their whims§
orpleasures. 1t is fortunate for the world
such i< not the case, The problem which
most of us have to solve, and which will con-
front you young men ard women of the
graduating class, aster these exercises are
over and you have reached your homes with-
in the weck, is how to turn what you have
acquired to the best advantage.

1 think you will find the training you have
received directed straight to an end, which
has eliminated all superfiuities, will be the
most useful to you in solving the problem.
Life is too short, and there is to0 much real
work to bedone in the world for anyone to
afford to epend time in aimless wandering,
You see the trend toward specialization,which
| means economy, in the mechanical world.
The development in machinery has been. to
make it more simple anad lighter, and thereby
decrease friciion, and increase efliciency.
Results are nowv beind acs ;,mpli-h21 Dby
modern machinery which would have been
impossible from machinery construeted after
the cumbersome patterns. And thus by means
of education along special lines results are
now being accomplished by young people of
both sexes, who have thrown of the weights
of old time conventionalism, and which
otherwise they might not have obtained this
side of the grave. But we do not live for
ourselves alone. Another respansibility
which education imposes is the care of others.
The world looks to the educated men and
women for guardianship and generalsh p.
More of wisdom and unselfishness is expecied
' of vouby the world, because you have re-
| ceived more. The young men and women:
who like yourselves, have received the bene-
fits of a broad, liberal education, will be the
leaders in business. in polities, in the profes-
sions. in the homes and in religious progres-
gion, Youare heir: apparent tothe leader-
ship of the world, and I envy those who will
see the development and effect of that power
during the coming generations.
| Much gratuitousadvice is crowded npon
| gradunates. Usually they are told to be 1in-
| dustrious, to be truthful, to be honest; but 1
| believe the young ladies and gentlemen of
the class of 1993 ar2 honest, true and induas-
trions: and if their parents and natura 1
guardians have not succeeded 1n instilling
and impressing upon them the nothingness of
| every thing else when these elements are
| iacking it is hopeless for me to attempt toO
I influence them at this date. Butaithough

ll pardoned a few general obse rvations before
| closing, thouch 1 may have detained you long
pnough.

We live in the times of change, intellectua
