Whatever degree of intensity may be
given to them,regular storm disturbances
will be due from the 1st to the 4th of
August. The probabilities are that the
natural warmth to be expected at this
season will grow into a crisis of summer
heat about the 1st, 2ndand 8rd, to be
followed progressively from the west by
low barometer, threatening clouds and
severe blustering. Local rains—some of
them quite heavy—may sattend these
storms, but the general supply and dif-
fusion of rains over the country promise
to be short and poorly distrlbuted.

A reactionary storm period exists on
the 6th, 7th and 8th, during which days
look for -increase of warmth, falling
barometer and marked tendency to black
clouds, thunder and storminess. These
disturbances willl culminate on and
touching the 8th, some central to north-
ern parts of the country being visited by
severe summer equalls,

One of the “heated terms’ of the month
will appear from about the 11th to the
16¢h.
