Farmers Will Net Make Much Profit This
Sg_agn.

The Kieffer pear crop, which has
usually pulled the Delaware farmers
through with & big profit where the peach
crop failed entirely as it did this year, is
now about to fail. Sometime in June
the leaves on some of the older Keiffer
orchards began to show signs of disease
then fell until all the lower branches
were bare., A new.growth of leaves ap-
peared then some trees burst into bloom.
These blossoms were then Kkilled by the
blight of the leaves, ~r were attacked by
the belated frostsand the trifling amount
of fruit that bad matured on the trees is
small and defective. Where the farmers
resorted to spraying, however, the tiees

are half full of well developed fruit and
the foliage is restored. This has set all
the farmers to talking in favor of spray-
ing and to rigging machines to do this
work., A well-versed speaker and writer
who grows large crops said Saturday :
“The Delaware fruit grower who will
not spray after this experience should
apply te the Orphan’s Court for a guar-
diapn over himself.’”’ Not enly apples and
