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JOHN KENNARD ALDRIDGE.

Just as the first grey streaks of the
dawn of the new year were making
their appearance on the horizon, and
the old year had died in the west, the
spirit of Mr. J. K. Aldridge, one of the
town’s most prominent business men,
and one of our oldest citizens in point of
residence took its flight to its long
home. Mr. Aldridge had been in poor
health ever since the death of his be-
loved wife, but on Christmas day he was
taken with a deep cold which brought
on an attack of double pneumonia
with other complications, and he passed |
away yesterday morning shortly after
five o’clock in the 69th year of his age.
The deceased was born it Cecil county,
and was the son of the late Fredus Al-
dridge. He came to Chestertown when
a young man and entered the store of
the late William Vickers as clerk. He
subseqently engaged in the hardware
business with his father, finally becom-
ing sole proprietor. Ior nearly fifty
Mr. Aldridge devoted his time
and attention to the hardware business
and developed it to such an extent that
‘t has become one of the largest and
most lucrative businesses of its kind on
the Wastern Shore. Being a man of
fine business ability and frugality he|
saved his earnings, and at the time of
his death he was regarded asone of the
most substantial men in the commun-
ity. He was one of the charter mem-

bers of the Kent County Savings Bank,
becoming its president at its inception, |
and he was one of the oldest members
of the Masonic order in Chertertown.

Christ Methodist Protestant Church and
for long years he had been a faithful
member, a large contributor and loy-
ally devoted to 1its interests. Until
about one year ago, when his health
began to fail, he was president of the
Board of Stewards of the church, and
was a member of the building commit-
tee which erected the handsome new
church of which he was proud to be
a member. Mr. Aldridge filled a posi-
tion in this community which his ab-
sence will make keenly felt. Closely iden-
tified with the leading business inter-
ests of the community, his influence
was exerted for the welfare of his
town and its people, and in his years of
health and vigor actively identified with
the church, his moral influence was al-
ways for good. In a social way no one
will be missed more than will Mr. Al-
dridge.

His generosity was as unbounded as
his heart was large, and his many acts
of charity and his numerous kindly deeds
will serve to make his memory dear to
those who were the recipients of his
bounty. In his home-life he was always
a devoted husband, an indulgent parent
and his loved ones scarcely expressed a
want that he did not endeavor Lo gratify.
He loved his family beyond all else in
the world, and his indulgence to his
children was only the evidence of his
great love for them. Mr. Aldridge will
be missed,sadly missed not only by those
whom he loved and were so dear to him,"
but he will be missed in the business
world,in the church,and in those realms
where charity laid the hand of comfort.
He has had a useful life, he has left a
heritage to his children,rich in deeds of
love and good works, and now he has
lain down to rest beneath the willow,to
await the call of the trumpet. He is
survived by three children—Messrs.
