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CANDLEFISH.

The Gil Is Used as a Medicine by the
Natives of Alaska.

The caundlefish is about the size of a
smelt and so fat that when dried and
lighted it throws off a blaze of suffi-
cient power to be used for illuminat-
ing purposes, says Forest and Strean.
Before the advent of the white man
and his candles these fish were used
by the Alaskan natives for that pur-
pose.

The Indians claim  that candlefish
possess valuable medicinal qualities.
and candlefish oil is used by them as a
universal cure for consumption. Hun-
dreds of pounds of these fish are buried
and left in the ground until they begin
to decompose; then they are removed
and dumped into a wooden receptacle,
a hollowed out log, or, more often, s
dugout canoe that has passed its use-
fulness as a craft. Water is then add-
ed and the putrid mass is brought to a
beiling point and kept simmering by
plunging into it bowlders that have
been heated. The oil is thus gradual-
ly tried out, and after it has gathered
on the surface, thick and clear, it is
drawn off and placed in large wooden
receptacles,
liberally dosed with this oil. He drinks
it by the pint and is bathed in it sev-
eral times a day. To meet one of these
dirty, sickly, greasy Indians is one of
the most repulsive sights imaginable.
Nevertheless persons in a position to
know say that after several weeks of
this treatment a native who once geem-
ed to be in the last stages of the dis-
ease becomes as robust and looks as
healthy as a perfectly strong man.
