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THE PRIMARY ELECTION LAW.

A careful examination of the Prim-

ary Election Law which will govern the |

approaching primaries discloses the
fact that it is by no means compulsory
to run all the candidates for office
through the county. The matter is in
the hands of the State Central Commit-
tee or governing body of the county
to whom is given the privilege of using
the direct-vote plan or the district plan
ir nominating candidates. Two county
commissioners will be nominated this
year. From time immemorial it has
been the rule to give ull the distriets in
the county representation on the board,
.and to select the members of the board
from these districts and by the vote of
the people of these districts whose can-
didate’s term of office expires at the
election following a nomination. To
run candidates for county commissioner
through the entire county would not
only be contrary to all precedentin
this county, but would make possible
the election of two commissioners from
the same district, which would be tax-
ation without representation in the levy
court, which is clearly in conflict with
the Constitution of the United States,
and subversive of all justice to the peo-
ple in the several districts. A refusal
of the State central Committee or the
governing body to run the candidates

for commissioner in the districts which
are justly entitled to the representation
on the board of commissioners would be

an evidence of unfairness and would

tend to weaken the entire ticket nomi-

nated. Don’t tamper with an office |$

which is so near to the people’s pockets
.and to which they are justly entitled to
representation. ‘The people of the sev-
.eral districts should say whom they
swant to represent them, and the voters
.of the rest of the county have nothing
fo do with it.
