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Judge Pearce Indorsed.

Following a suggestion made editor-
ily by the TRANSCRIPT two weeks ago,
the Kent Bar Association held a meet-
ing on Wednesday afternoon and unan-
imously indorsed the proposition to pe-
tition the next Legislature to extend
the term of Chief Judge James Alfred
Pearce, which expires by reason of the
age limit in April, 1910. Hope H. Bar-
roll, Wm.W.Beck and Sidney P.Towns-
hend were appointed a committee to
draft a suitable memorial to the next
Legislature petitioning the extension
and to recure the namesof all the mem-
bers of the bar in Kent to the petition.
Judge Pearce was elected for a term of
fifteen years, which will expire in 1912,
and he will have reached the age limit,
70 years, in April, 1910. There is a
strong sentiment here among both law-
yers and laymen for the extension of the
judge’s term, and a strong effort will
be made to induce the Legislature to
grant the petitions of every lawyer, re-
gardless of political affiliations in the
Second Judicial Circuit. Judge Pearce’s
usefulness as a jurist is by no means
ended. His mental faculties are just
as keen as they have always been, and
his physical condition is vigorous and
active. There seems to usto be nogood
reason why the judge should not be al-
lowed to serve the term for which he
was elected, and the TRANSCRIPT adds
its petition to that of the bar associa-
tion for an extension of the judge’s
term.
