Covington Assails Inheritance
Tax.

The following is from the Baltimore
Evening News of Wednesday :
Congressman J. Harry Covington, the
new member from Maryland made his
maiden speech in the house last Friday.
He made an attack on the inheritance
tax feature of the Payne tariff bill in
an unusually brilliant speech for a new
member.

ALABAMAN YIELDS TIME.

He was allowed only 15 minutes, but
at the end of that time was allowed to
continue through the courtesy of Con-
pressman Clayton, of Alabama, who
yielded time.

Mr. Covington urged an income tax
instead of the one on inheritances. ‘It
is generally recognized,’”” he said, ‘‘as
legitimate for the individual States to
tax inheritances as their own source of
revenue. On the other hand, it is gen-
erally admitted that the income tax is
a legitimate one for the Federal Gov-
ernment to impose.

PROMISES BIGGER REVENUE.

““If the Payne Bill is willing to risk a
tax on inheritances that would bring in
only $20,000,000, why not risk a tax on
incomes that would, it is estimated,
bring in a revenue of $80,000,000?

““This would ke better, in view of the
widespread opinion that the Supreme
Court would not render the same deci-
sion as it did several years ago when
the same question was put up toit. In
other words, the belief is general that
the Supreme Court would how declare an
income tax constitutional.”’
