tached thereto for said sum, shall be the license
for standing or stationing such a stallion or jack
for one year from the date thereof, provided that
in no case shall the sum directed to be paid by
this section for such license be less than ten dol-
lars, and that every stallion or jack , upon which
the said tax is paid shall be exempt from all other
State tax. _ i

Any owner or keeper standing or stationing any
stallion or jack without a license shall forfeit and
pay twice the sum authorized and required to be
paid in the last preceding section, one-half to the
State and the other half to the informers.
