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OBITUARY.

PROF. J. A. GREENWOOD.

Prof. J. A. Greenwood, died at his
home in Rock Hall at six o’clock yes-
terdav morning after a lingering ill-
ness, aged 66 years. Prof. Greenwood
until a few months ago when, on ac-
count of declining health, was compelled
to retire, was one of our best and most
prominent educators, having for many
years been principal of the public school
at RockHall. Prof. Greenwood’s ability
as a teacher has long been recognized
by the people ard educators of this
county.

He leaves a widow and four children,
two daughters, Mrs. Joseph Kendal and
Mrs. George Otenger, and two sons,
Mr. Clarence A. and Prof. Arthur J.
Greenwood.

COL. WILLIAM SCOTT ROBERTS.

Col. William Scott Roberts,a veteran
newspaper man and a prominent citi-
zen, died at his home in Centreville, at
1 o’clock on Tuesday morning of cir-
rhosis of the liver, after a lingering ill-
ness, aged 71 _years. He had been in
declining health for a year or more
past. Early in 1909 he entered a Phila-
delphia hospital for treatment, and for
a time seemed to be greatly improved,
but recently a sudden change occurred,
and he grew steadily worse until his
death. _

Colonel Roberts was born July 11,
1836, and was the eldest son of the late
Col. Lemuel Roberts, who was born in
December, 1802, and who throughout
his entire life followed farming, culti-
vating land for which his father, Ben-
jamin Roberts, obtained a grant in 1794.
Col. W. Scott Roberts’ mother, Mrs.
Maria J. Scott Roberts, was a native of
Annapolis and a daughter of William
Scott, of England. Mrs. Roberts died
on the old homestead in Queen Annes
county in 1851. |

Colonel Roberts was reared on his
father’s farm until the fall of 1851,
when he entered the Maryland Military
Academy at Oxford, whence he gradu-
ated in the spring of 1859. In Decem-
ber of that year he went to Frederick,
where he took up the study of law in
the office of Joseph M. Palmer, and in
1862 he was admitted to the bar. He
began to practice in Westminster, Car-
roll county. During his residence in
Carroll county he edited and published
the Western Maryland Democrat, now
the Westminster Advocate. In May,
1864, he returned to his native county,
where he had since resided.

In 1875 he purchased the Centreville
Record, of which he was the head until
July 1, 1906, when he retired and sold
out to the present ewner, James T.
Bright, of the Centreville bar. Colonel
Roberts was a journalist of ability, who
handled with masterly skill the ques-
tions of public interest, presenting them
in a fair, unprejudiced manner. His
paper was one of the leading journals
in this section of the State, neat in ap- |
pearance, interesting in its editorials
and profitable from a business stand-
point. In 1888 the Colonel served as
a Presidential elector.

I'n 1872 Colonel Roberts married Miss
Eliza J. Dunbracco, who survives him.
Since 1862 he had been a member of
the Masonic fraternity, and had served
as senior warden of the blue lodge.
He was a public-spirited, progressive
citizen, deeply interested in everything
pertaining to the welfare of the com-

munity. He was a Democrat and was
one of the party’s most ardent sup-
porters. Mr. Finley Roberts, of Sud-

lersville, is a brother.
