State Bar Association To Make
Many Recommendations.

Recommendations of great import
and wide-reaching effect will be sub-
mitted to the Maryland State Bar Asso-
ciation at its meeting at Old Point Com-
fort, July 7, 8 and 9, by the committee
on laws, whose report has been pre-
pared aniis now ready for presentation.
In effect, these recommendations in-
clude:

the Fourth Federal Judicial Circuit.

2. Appointment by the State circuit
of medical experts for those courts, and
the appointment of other experts by the
judge of any court of record.

3. Amendment of the Corporation
Act of 1908, by the repealing of Sections
98 to 102, inclusive, of Article 81, of
the code of 1904, and the substitution
of six new sections, as drawn by the

committee.

4. To Amend Section 1, Article 14, of
the Constitution, by providing that the
General Assembly ‘‘may propose amend-
ments to the Constitution, provided
that each amendment shall be embraced
in a separate bill,”’ etec.

5. To amend Section 8, Article 4, of
the Constitution, relative to change of
venue.

6. To amend Section 27, Article 3, of
the Constitution, relative to the engross-
ing of the bills in the General Assem-
bly.

7. Consideration of the feasibility of
the creation of a paid commission, to
which shall be referred all bills intrc-
duced into the Legislature, before they

Senate and the House of Delegates.

- 8. The appointmeant of a special com-
mittee of the association to consider
and report upon amending the Constitu-
tion so as to provide for a State Audit-
ing Department.

9. Discussion and action on the sub-

ject of divorce legislation.
