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Wheat Notes.

The following additional wheat yields
have been reported this week:

Mr. Frank Skirven,on the Leaverton
farm, got 28 bushels from one grou nd
and 22 from another, and it graded
No. 2.

Mr. Harry C. Willis 1,925 bushels
from 110 acres.

Mr. George Hatcherson 15 bushels
per acre.

Mr. Joséph Everett 193 bushels per
acre.

Mr. Walter U. Lusby, on Tolchester
farm, 163 bushels per acre.

Mr. Andrew Vansant was in Chester-
town on Tuesday, and he stated that
the farmers in his section around Ches-
terville are getting a good yield of
wheat, the average being between 17
and 20 bushels per acre.

Mr. Wm. H. Bonwell got an average
of 22 bushels per acre.

Mr. Frank Mason, on Register of
Wills Morris’ farm, got an average of
over 22 bushels per acre, 1600 bushels
from 72 acres.

Mr. Walter T. Morris got 17 bushels
per acre on his home farm, and it is
said that his yield will be fine on his
Churn Creek farm.

Mr. George Hudson got 1200 bushels
from 50 acres. One of his fields aver-
aged 28 bushels. This is a fine crop for
this year. Mr. Hudson was offered
$1.20 for his wheat this week.

Mr. Linwood Sutton, on the R. F.
Parks farm, was cnother lucky farmer,
getting an average of 24 bushels per
acre. His wheat is in good condition.

Mr. Frank Crow, on Mrs. C.L.Dodd’s
farm, got 1500 bushels from 100 acres.

Mr. Joseph Watson, on the Skirven
farm near town, got an average of 163
bushels per acre.

Mr. Thomas G. Wroth, on his farm
tenanted by Mr. Walter Kendall, got
173 bushels per acre.

Wheat in Talbot county is turning out
very poorly. It is reported thattwelve
bushels per acre is a good yield, while
in many instances many of the farmers
are getting only 4 and 5 bushels per
acre. And under normal conditions
there is no better wheat land in the
Jtate than in Talbot county.

Mr. Wm. T. Nickolson threshed 2317

bushels of wheat from 120 acres, an
average of more than 19 bushels per
acre. -
Wheat reached the high water mark,
$1.29 in Chicago on Thursday. Many
are predicting $1.50 in less than 90 days
and many of our farmers are disposed
to hold their crops owning to the ex-
pected rise in the price.

Mr. Joseph Guest, whosold the ‘‘Mir-
acle’’ wheat to a number of farmers in
the county at $1 25 per pound is hear-
ing reports as to its yield, but is anxious
to"hear from others who grew the
wheat this season. The wheat has
made a wonderful yield in this county
according to the following reports:

Mrs. A. M. Bryan, in Morgnec, got a
yield of 90 pounds from 2 pounds of
seed sown. |

C. W. Reinhart, Fairlee,got 2 bushels
from 4 pounds sown and Mr. Thomas
Bryan from two pounds of seed got 200
pounds of wheat, a yield of 50 pounds
for 1 pound sown.

Let us hear from others who sowed
this wheat.

Mr. Joseph Trew, on the Thos .G.
Wroth farm recently purchased by Mr.
Jas. A. Lee, got a find yield. He got
1178 bushels from 49 acres of fallow,
an average of 293 bushels per acre, and
1680 bushels from 95 acres of corn
ground, an average of 13 bushels. This
is an average yield of 23% bushels per
acre.
