Evidences of Fine Farming.

Mr. H. Clay Hendricksor, of this
county, has just returned from a visit
to his friend, Dr. W. H. DeCourcey, of
Wye Neck, Queen Annes county. Mr.
Hendrickson was much struck by the
fine condition of farming which he saw
under the management of Mr. James
H. Carter, Dr. DeCourcey’s tenant,
who was just finishing the housing of
upwards of 600 barrels of fine corn,
made on a 52 acre field, notwithstand-
ing a drought which prevailed through-
out the entire corn growing season.
Mr. Carter has upwards of 130 acres of
fallow land sown to wheat and also 120
acres of corn ground sown to wheat.
All this laad shows a high state of cul-
tivation and skillful management, not-
withstanding the continued drought
which still prevails in that neighbor-
hood. Mr. Hendrickson also saw a flock
of upwards of 150 turkeys raised by
Mrs. Carter, besides two other flocks of
turkeys on the same farms which will
enable the farmers to offer for sa'e up-
wards of two hundred and thirty turkeys
the present season, besides other kinds
of fowls which seemed abundant in
quantity.
