: From the above statement of the cost of working or repairing the public
roads and bridges in Kent county during less than six months, it will be seen that
that sum of $29,491,13 was spent in that time by Kent county. Our older tax-
payers will remember, some twenty years ago, how the cost of public roads was

| considered so intolerably expensive and burdensome that general complaints

arose. It was then suggested that the roads be let out to the lowest bidders in
the various districts. This was tried and in many instances it was foundlexceed-
ingly satisfactory. _

In drder to contrast the amount spent in the First District in less than six
months during the past year, or $3,196.39, and the cost of the roads in that dis-
trict which it appears by levy for the year 1909 was $14,289.95:—1 desire to call
the attention of our tax-payers to one of the bids which was made jfor all the
roads in the First District for the whole year of 1894, by Mr. Thomas Quinn.
The following is his bid laid before the commissioners in January, 1894 :

$675.00 and the second year $600.00. _

After this contract was let out, it was found that a great deal of extra
work had later on to be done in this district. But all the extra work was done,
from the best information I am able to secure, so that the cost of the roads for
the entire district that year was not more than about $1100.

In view of these facts and these figures, is it not time for our tax-payers
to awken to the situation? Is it not proper for our Legislature to enact a law
similar to the Carol ne County Road Law? If they will not do this let us
demand that the commissioners offer the roads in the districts to men like Mr.
Thomas Quinn.

In order that credit may be given to the one to whom it is due in this
matter, I desire to state that Mr. Samuel Hicks, the present clerk to the Board
of County Commissioners, gives me the above information and hands me the bid
of Mr. Thomas Quinn. For this and for other matters important to the public,
furnished me by Mr. Hicks it seems due acknowledgment should be made.

Now we will gladly welcome some measure to cut down the extray-
agant method of working the public highways of the county, and while the read-
ers of the TRANSCRIPT believe all they read in the columnsof their paper, I will try
to state some facts regaiding the scarlet fever in our little town. It seems
the disease has been wonderfully misrepresented by some one. We have had the
scarlet fever in the town of Betterton in a few of the cases in the lightest form.

Very few have been confined to their beds, and some of the children have never

missed their bread and ’lasses. There have been four houses with yellow flags
visible. At this writing there is but one case of the four in town, and has never
been beyond our faithful Drs. Maxwell and Atwell’s control as reported. This
week we are promised thorough fumigation, which will give all who have been
housed in for three or four weeks their freedom. Then we will welcome visi-
tors, especially farmers’ wives with their butter and eggs, where they get the
most for what they have to sell and pay less for what they have to buy.

The Ericsson line has resumed their trips to Betterton, having been barred
out by ice since Deec. 28th.

The owners of ice houses have their houses about all full. Mr. Alexander
Mair had his endless chain working and did lovely work, the ice being drawn up
from the Bay and wagzons filled as rapidly as the wagons could drive under.
