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WE are ashamed of Philadelphia—
that city of one-time brotherly love.

WOULD NOT REPEAL LAW.

Senator Goslin, whose county of Car-
oline has had a satisfactory Road Law,
which places the power to appoint the
Road Engineer in the hands of the
county commissioners, for several
years, in a recent interview in Anna-
polis says, the most unpopular proposi-
tion that could be made his people
would be the repeal of the law, al-
though it was strongly opposed at first.

have asked Senator Slay to introduce a
bill for this county which makes abso-
lutely null and void the force and effect
of the Caroline Law by placing the
power to appoint the Road Engineer in
the hands of the Governor. This will
place the roads of this county in politics
deeper than ever, and since the sad ex-
perience of the past eight months has
taught the people of this county how

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THE NORMAL DEPARTMENT.

WE WERE ASKED to say nothing last
week concerning the action of the Board
of Visitors and Governors of Washing-
ton College at a recent meeting relative
to proposed changes at the college, and
we respected the wishes of those in au-
thority. But now that the secret has
been published, very injudiciously we
think, we do not hesitate to say that
the TRANSCRIPT is in favor of placing
the educational facilities of Washington
College upon the very highest standard.
If the attainment of such a standard in-
volves the discontinuance of the Normal
department, we are in favor of its dis-
continuance. This does not necessarily
shut the door of the college against the
young ladies. We believe the Normal
department of the college is a detri-
ment to the college for reasons best
known to those who have huad experi-
ence as educators, and if the college
authorities can perfect arrangements
and plans which they have in mind we
understand, whereby, the Normal de-
partment as such may be discontinued,
and the collegiate courses opened to
both men and women upon the same
basis as it 1s now done in Western
Maryland College, it will inure to the
efficiency of Normal graduates as well
as raise the standard of the college. If
something can be done for Washington
College, whereby the B. A. degree of a
college graduate will count for as much
throughout the State as a Normal di-
ploma, and so merge the two courses
as to maintain the Normal features and
not thereby hamper the finances of the
college or discount the Bachelor’s de-
gree, then we believe the college au-
thorities will have accomplished some-
thing that will not only raise the stan-
dard of the college, but will at the
same time preserve to the young ladies

1 of our counties the right and privilege

to pursue a higher course of training at
Washington College. Such a course is
being pursued at Western Maryland
College with marked success.

In a conversation with President Cain
of the college, this week, in reference
to the matter, he handed us the-follow-.
ing article which defines the position of
of the college authorities in the matter
and shows what is to be done. This
does not shut the door of the college
against a single girl student from Ches-
tertown or Kent county, but on the
other hand provides the means for se-
curing even a better education and bet-
ter opportunities than she could pos-
sibly secure from the Normal Depart-
ment as at present conducted. The
article is as follows :

Article 77 of the Code of Public Gen-
eral Laws of Maryland, Title ‘‘Public
Education’’ as re-enacted by Chapter
635 Section 122E of the Acts of 1908.

Section 122E. ‘‘Any graduate of the
department of pedagogy of any repu-
table college or university, maintaining
a department of pedagogy, that has
been approved by the State Board of
Education of Maryland, shall be entitled
to teach in the public elementary or
high schools of the State of Maryland
without examination. The diploma of
said graduate shall be rated as a first
grade teacher’s certificate and be sub-
ject to classification by the county su-
perintendent of the county in which
said graduate may be employed to
teach.”’

DEAR SIRS :—The frightful fire which
broke out in Mr. Moffett’s shop on the |
west side of High street at 4 o’clock
yesterday afternoon, and burnt the en-
tire block to Chester river, including |
the nearly new concrete Savings Bank,
gutting and ruining it, and the large
lumber yard of Thomas W. Eliason,
which added fury to the flames, burning
embers from which yard set fire to the
beautiful new residence of Wilbur W.
Hubbard, as well as the fine apartment
house which he had remodeled on the
wharf, destroying both, was a terrible,
dreadful experience.

I met Mr. Eliason on the street with
a number of our brave firemen this
morning, and they discussed the fury of
the flames. One firemen, whose fine
beard and hair were both burnt off, said
that if they could have had a stream of
water during-the first ten minutes of
the fire, it would have been easy to have
extinguished the blaze in Mr. Moffett’s
shop. If this had been done there never
would have been any fire out side of

his premises. But the trouble was, the

man at the pump could not shut off the |

reservoir valve nor get up enough steam
for three quarters of an hour,andin that
time the fire was in Toulson’s drug
store. Mr. Eliason was asked why he
recommended in 1910 the pumping sya-
tem instead of an elevated tank. His
answer was cool and characteristic—
““Why, we have just as good an oppor-
tunity, with a pump and a man to at-
tend to it, to put out a fire now as we
have had the past 30 years. An ele-
vated tank with 50,000 gallons would
not have done any good. The water in
the tank, with two lines of hose playing
on the fire, would not have lasted three-

iquarters of an hour, and then a fire

which raged nearly all night would be
beyond the control of firemen. This
kind of talk about the first five or ten
minutes of a fire being so vitally im-
portant is nonsense. This thing of run-
ning horses in the cities, the way they
do by racing and running them to fires
when the alarm is first given, is all
show. It ruins the horses, weakens the
engines, dishes their wheels. The fire
departments in New York, Baltimore and
other great cities are altogether wrong
in spending so much time, labor and
money to reach a fire within the first
few minutes after it starts. The proper
thing to do in all these cities is to rely
upon pump pressure. An engine which
certainly could give a fine stream of wa-
ter in at least three-quarters of an hour,
after the fire begins, is, I think, all we
or any other community needs. I think
all you firemen did nobly. But this vis-
itation is one of Providence, and noth-
ing could have prevented it. As for an
elevated tank holding 50,000 or 60,000
gallons of water, that would have been
useless. I do not agree with the views
of other towns which have secured in-
I am stillin
favor of the pump pressure system.’’
There was a cheer from ‘‘the emi-
nently respectable committee of citi-
zens,’’ but not from the firemen. The
crowd disbursed, because what was the
use of saying unﬁrthiu more? The thing
which was to have been proven was
demonstrated. A fire once started could
never have been put out until the pump

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Legislative Doings.

The bill introdueed by Delegate Harry
C.Willis to pension Mr. Jesse G.Duver,
of Chestertown, who lost his eyesight
in the service of the state, has passed
the House and is now in the Senate. The
amount of the pension was reduced from
$300 to $50 by amendment.

The bill introduced by Delegate Jas.
S. Harris providing for the shooting of
crippled ducks from motor boats has
passed the House with amendments.

Senator Crothers,of Cecil, on Monda
night introduced in the Senate a bill
governing local elections in the town of
Elkton. The bill provides that Elkton’s
local affairs shall be governed by a pres-
ident and four commissioners qualified
by property rights. Franchised rights
are restricted to male citizens who come
under the well-known grandfather
clause, or those assessed on the town
books for at least $500, or naturalized
citizens and their descendants. The
passage of this bill will give the town
of Elkton a municipal form of govern-
What is the matter with Ches-
tertown? Why don’t the town wake up
during this session of the Legislature
and get in the line of progress? Is there
any one man in our town who is respon-
sible for the apparent lack of progress
on the part of the town? If so let’s
know it, as he deserves to be shown up.

lose so far as his vote was concerned.

The State-wide Local Option bill was
killed in the House on Wednesday by a
vote of 50 to 48. It should be very grat-
ifying to every one in Kent county who
believes in home rule and justice to
know that Kent’s delegates, Messrs.
Harris and Willis, voted for local op-
tion. We congratulate both of our del-
egates because they did right.

Senator Slay has introduced a bill 1n
the Senate to amend the law relating to
the sheriff of Kent county. This bill is
to increase the cost of board of prison-
ers in the jail from 35 to 50 cents a day.
