Section 1—RBe it enacted by the Gen-
eral Assembly.of Maryland, That Sec-
tions 3.

160A—Political parties which, at the
General Election held on November 2,
1909, in the State of Maryland, or
which at any future General Election
next preceding any primary election
to Le held hereunder, as shall have
poilea ten per cent of the entire vote
Last in the State at such or any such
eral Hlection, shall hereafter nom-
inate all their candidates for public
office in and for Baltimore city and
- the several counties of the State and
shall elect all delegates to county, leg-
islative, district, city or State conven-

tions and all members of managing

bodies in said political parties, in and
for Baltimore city and the several
counties of the State, and all precinet,
ward, city. and county. executives, or
executives, or executive committees,
whenever the political party usage
provides for such executive commit:

mary election held under the provi-
sions ol the foregoing proviso in each
of said named counties, the official
ballots of the respective political par-
ties participating therein shall contain

squares, properly designated, in which .

the voters of such parties may by
such cross-mark in such squares indi-
cate their preference for or against
primaries in their respective parties
by direct vote for candidates for coun-
ty offices, for the State Senate and for
Members of the House of Delegates:
and provided further that if the ma-

jority of the votes cast by either of

such parties in any such county so
excepted shall indicate a preference
for direct primaries, then and in that
event, each county in which by such
direct vote a preference has been so
expressed for direct primaries shall
ever thereafter be removed from the
class of excepted counties in this sec-
tion specifically mentioned.

All such candidates for such office,
and all such delegates, managing
bodies, executives and executive com-
mittees shall '‘be nominated, selected
and chosen by the direct vote of the
duly registered voters belonging to

;gartiehs, respect-
ively, in every precinct, ward, council-
manic, legislative or other election
districts in Baltimore city, and also
in the several counties of the State of
Maryland, respectively, and in each

and every election precinet and elec-|

tion district of each of said counties
of the State of Maryland, respectively,
it being the intent and purpose of this
Act that all such candidates for pub-
lic office, all delegates to such party
conventions and all managing bodies,
executives or executive committees
of any such political party, whenever
the political party usage provides for
such executives or executive commit-
tees. shall be nominated as aforesaid
by the direct vote of the duly register-
ed voters belonging to or acting with
said parties, respectively, in Baltimore
city, or any precinct, ward, council-
manic or legislative district thereof,
or in any county or district or precinect
thereof, 'as the case with respect to
any public office, or place or position
aforesaid, may be; and that no candi-
date for such public office, delegate to

such convention, party executive or

executive committee, or managing
body of any =such political party, as
aforesaid, in and for Baltimore city
or the several counties of the State,
shall be chosen or elected by any such
political convention or otherwise than
by the duly registered voters belong-
ing to or acting with said political

‘parties, as aforesaid.

It shall be lawful for all such par-
ties aforesaid to elect and hold such
narty conventions which shall have
full power and authority, in all re-
spects whatsoever, to act in respect
to all matters appertaining to the or-
ganization, maintenance, conduct, af-
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fairs and interests of the party, in
Baltimore city or in any county of
the State, saving and excepting only
the choice, selection, nomination or
appointment of party candidates for
such public office, delegates to such
conventions or party executives or
nmianaging bodies or executive commit-
tees, of any sort whatever, in and for
Baltimore city and the several coun-
ties of the State.

Provided, that the candidates of
such political parties for Governor
Attorney General, Comptroller and
Clerk of the Court of Appeals of the
State shall be nominate in the man-
ner prescribed in this Article by State
Conventions, and such State Conven-
tion shall also have the wer to
select, in such manner as they may
determine, delegates to National Con-
ventions and Presidential lectors
and the governing bodies of such po-

| litical parties for the State, but shall

have no power to select or appoint
committees or governing bodies o1 any
character for Baltimore city nor for
any division thereof, nor for the coun-
ties of the State,

160B—Said primary elections by
the political parties atoresaid shall be
annually held throughout the State,
including Baltimore city, on a day to
be fixed by any agreement between
the governing bodies of said parties
for the State not later than the first
Monday of September in each year.
All such political parties, as aforesaid,
shall hold their several primaries up-
on thé same day. In case such gov-

erning bodies for the State shall fail

to agree on an earlier date for holding
such primary election, said Eﬂﬂ]ﬂl‘}’
elections shall be held on the first
Monday of September in each year.
Notice shall be given of the times and
places of holding said primary elec-
tions by the several Boards of Su-
pervisors of Elections in the city of
Baltimore and of the counties of this
State, respectively, in the same way
precisely as notice is required to be
given for municipal and county elec-
tions held under the provisions of

Article 33 of the Code of Public Gen-
eral Laws.

160C—There shall be at every pri-
mary election in the city of Baltimore
and in each county a voting place in
each election precinct of each ward
and of each election district, or in each
election district which may not be
divided into election precincts; and
each of said voting places shall be
selected by the Board of Supervisors
of wlections in Baltimore city and in
the counties, as provided in Section
11 of this Article, with respect to gen-
eral, municipal and county elections,
and furnished in the same manner
as at a general election. .

160D—AIll such primary elections
shall be conducted under the control
of the several Boards of Supervisors

~of Elections in Baltimore city and the

‘reguired to state to which

counties, respectively, by the judges
and clerks of elections appointed by
them under the provisions of said Ar
ticle 33, for the conduct of electionsz
held thereunder in Baltimore city and
in the several counties of the State,
and in the same manner as far as may
be applicable as general elections are
conducted under said Article 33, ex-
cept as may be hereinafter otherwise

provided.

160E—As many different sets of of-
ficial ballots shall be printed and sup-
plied by the Board of Supervisors of
Hilection at each polling place, and
as many ballot boxes shall be used at
each polling place, as there are sep-
arate party nominations, delegates, ex-
ecutives, or managing or executive
bodies, to be voted for; and to pre-
vent voters Dbelonging to or acting
with one political party from inadver-
tently or intentionally casting their
ballot for the candidate for nomina-
tion for office, or electicn as delegate
to any convention, or as executive or
members of an executive or managing
committee, of any other party, and to
facilitate its being promptly detected
if 30 cast, the ballots of the several
parties shall be printed upon opaque

paper of different colars, to be deter-

mined by the several Boards of Super-
visors of Elections; and until after
the next general registration in the
counties, every person offering to vote
at a primary election shall be re-
party he

fice or position for which he seeks to
be nominated or selected, and the
party to which he belongs, and duly
acknowledged by the person filing
such certificate for such nomination
or selection before an officer duly au-
thorized to take acknowledgments,
who shall append a certificate of such
acknowledgment. The certificate to
be filed by a candidate seeking to be
elected as a delegate to a convention
shall, moreover, specify the conven-
tion to which he seeks to be elected.
All such certificates must be filed and
ayments made not less than fifteen
Hays before the day of said primary
election. ‘I'he names of the several
candidates for nominatien or for dele-
gates, executive or member of an ex-|
ecutive committee, or mauaginﬁibody
of a political party aforesaid, shall be
published seven days before the said
election in the mode prescribed in
Section 44 of said Article 33, as far as
may be practicable. It shall not be
necessary to print sample ballots or
cards of instructions for such elec-
tions, but either or both shall be print-
ed by the Board of Supervisors of
Elections of the city of Baltimore,
when requested by any candidate in
said primary election, said request
to be accompanied by a sum of money

ing. MKach candidate for nomination
for ?ublic office at a primary election
shall pay the sum of twenty-five dol-
lars ($25) for each county or legisla-
tive district of Baltimore city in which
liis name appears upon the ballot; pro-
vided, that in any county where the
salary of the office for which nomina-
tion is sought is three hundred dollars
($300) or less, such payment shall be
ten dollars ($10); and if a candidate
for Governor, Attorney General, Comp-
troller, or Clerk of the Court of Ap-
peals of the State, then he shall pay
the sum of ten dollars ($10) for each
county or legislative district of Bal-
timore city, upon filing his respective
certificate with the Board of Supervis-

official envelopes shall be printed the
words, ‘“‘Official Envelope for Ballot,”
followed by the designation of the
polling place for which it is prepared,
the date of the primary election, and a
fac simile of the signature of the
President of the Board of Supervisors
of Klections by whom the official en-
velopes and ballots for said primary
election have been prepared. Said
official envelope shall be provided
with a detachable stub or coupon in
the same manner as is now provided'
by law for official ballots, and the
number of such envelopes so fur-
nished shall be in number twenty-five
per cent more than the estimated vote
of the several political parties partici-
p‘atmg In such primary in such elec-
tion district or precinct, as the case
may be.

160H—The names of candidates for
nomination for each office or for each
place or position aforesaid, respect-
1vely, shall be arranged alphabetically
upon the ballots according to the sur-
names of the candidates. Ballots in
all said primary elections shall be
cast, except as hereinafter provided |
for primary elections in the several
counties of the State, counted and
canvassed and the result of the elec-
tion announced and certified in Balti-
more city and in each of the counties
of the State, as now provided by said
Article 33 for elections held thereun-
der; and the said primary elections
shail be held and conducted and de-
ro-
vided by this Article for general elec-
tions, and subject to all the regula-
tions, requirements and provisions as
prescribed by this Article for general
or may be applicable to said primary
elections and except as may be herein
provided.

the ballot box. If more names are
marked for any office than there are
persons to be voted for, such ballot

party will be qualified to vote at sub-
sequent primary elections of said po-
litical party. Whenever a voter de-
clines to state his party affiliation,
the word ‘“Declined” shall be written
opposite his name under such column,

present salary for that purpose in the
counties. All of said expenses shall
be paid by the Mayor and City Coun-
cil of Baltimore and the County Com-
missioners, respectively, in precisely
the same way as the salaries of the
‘said Supervisors of Elections of Balti-
more City and in the several counties,
and as other expensés of every kind
mentioned in said Sections 2 and 6 of
Eal_t(il Article 33 are provided to be
paid. »
