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NEW ASSESSMENT.

The work of reassessing the real es-
tate and personal property in Kent
county will probably begin Wednesday,
June 15. This is an impo.tant work for
the assessors, and they have a grave
responsibility on their hands. They
should be no respectors of persons. It
is just as imperative to assess the prop-
erty of public service corporations in
proportion to their value as it is to as-
sess farm lands and live stock. The
TRANSCRIPT in recent issues has pointed |
out the fact that the present assess-
ment of many of our public service cor-
porations, such as the Pennsylvania
Railroad, the Western Union Tele-
graph, the Bell Telephone Company, the
Steamboat Companies owning property
and doing business in Kent county, is
far below an approximate value of their
property, and in order not to make an
unjust discrimination it is the duty of
the assessors to assess these properties
in proportion to land values, that the
rights of our tax-paying farmers and
property owners may be protected. No
attempt whatever should be made to
inject politics into the assessment. The
reassessment of property in this county

movement. Kent county could have
been exempted from the bill, had the
Organization forces in the county de-
sired, and they are receiving consider-
able censure for not exempting per-
sonal property, especially as it has only
been three years since personal prop-
erty was reassessed, and if that assess-
ment, which the Organization at the
time claimed had added $700,000 to the
taxable basis of the county, has ever
been of any pecuniary benefit either in
lowering the tax rate or lessening county
expenses, the tax-payers of the county
have failed to seeit. Under the Organ-
ization personal property was assessed
in 1907, and they claimed to have added
$700,000 to the taxable basis, and yet in
1909 they were compelled to raise the
tax rate from $1.12 to $1.25 in order to
meet their increased expenditures. Let
it be hoped that the present assessment
will result in more good to the tax-pay-
ers than that of 1907. It can be made
to do so if the assessors do their duty
in maintaining uniformity in their valu-
ations, and the present Board of County
Commissioners so adjust the financial
affairs of the county as to establish a
cash basis. This can be done by declar-
ing such a tax rate this year as will
wipe out entirely the county’s indebted-
ness, and by the time the new valua-
tion becomes effective the commission-
ers may declare such a tax rate as will

time lessen the tax-payers’ burdens. The
present Board of County Commissioners
is to be complimented upon the economy
it has displayed since entering office.
They are guarding the interests of the
tax-payers zealously, and they have pre-
vented the expenditure of any great
amount of money on the roads since
December 1, 1909. In the matter of
reassessment the Board is in control of
the situation. They are the Board of
Control and Review, and if there have
been any evidences of the attempt to
make political capital out of the reas-
sessment, the commissioners will not be
