manufactories in preparation for the
competitive struggle, which was already
beginning for the control of the steel
industry. In‘1896 a five-sixths interest
in the Oliver Iron Mining Co. was pur-
chased; in 1400 a controlling interest in
the Pittsburg Steamship Company, own-
Ing steamships important for steel traus-
portation on the lakes, w:s acquired. A
controlling interest in other concerns
was obtained, until its position was un-
assailable by domestic competitors. By
1900 the grinding process of extermina-
ting competition was well under way.
Minor trusts, who had been attract:d
into the field of production by the enor-
mous profits which the manufacture of
steel biilets afforded under the protec-
tive tariff were paying enormous divi-
dends. They were not as conservatively
managed as the Carnegie Company.
These trusts controlled most of the
natural resources necessary
production of steel, outside of those

were controlled by financial, rather
than industrial interests that could not
withstand a fall in dividends, endanger-
ing their credit, with the same equani-
mity that the Carnegie Company could
do so.

Seeing their danger 1n case of a de-
cline in prices, which seemed iImminent,
they were very glad to sell out to Mr.
Carnegie in 1901; or to put it less ex-
actly the United States Steel Corpora-
tion was formed by a merger of all the
steel interests. This, in the words of
Mr. Meade, “‘completely realized the
ideal of independence for which all the
merging companies has been striving;
it exorcises the forbidding specter of
competition, ete.’’

This gigantic corporation which could
only have been formed back of a high
protective tariff, now shows how much
it has the interests of the people, who
have allowed its*growth, at heart, by
patriotically selling steel billets in Eu-
rope for $20 that retail at the pool price
in this country for $28. These are the
figures for 1903.

In the famous letter of May 15, 1899,
Mr. Schwab writes: ‘‘What is true of
rails is equally true of other steel prod-
ucts——. You know we can make rails
tor less than $12 per ton, leaving a nice
margin on foreign business.’”’ And all |
this rosy-hued prosperity depends on a
protective tariff to shut out foreign
cu%itiﬂn and keep the prices up, so
we how necessary it was on last Au- |
gust the fifth for the sane, safe and
conservative gentlemen who constitute
our Congress to pass the Aldrich tariff.

Another Bank for Kent.

It is rumored that the Chestertown
Bank of Maryland is behind a move-
ment to reorganize the Galena Bank, to
be conducted as a branch of the local
institution. We understand that efforts
are being made by those interested to
secure subscriptions to a capital stock
of $14,000 for the branch institution,and
as soon as all of the stock is subscribed
the Galena Bank will be reopened. Rev.
A. P. Prettyman, who was 2 large
stockholder and director of the Galena
Bank, has recently been elected a di-
rector in the Chestertown Bank of
Maryland, and it is said that Mr. Pret-
tyman and Dr. Edward A. Scott,Fan-
other former active director of the Ga-
lena Bank, are interested in the organ-
ization of the branch bank. This will
give the First District two banking in-
stitutions, the other being the Milling-
ton Bank, of which Mr. John P. Ahern
is the president. The Galena branch
will be a rival of the Millington Bank
in that section of the county, and the
developments in that part of the finan-
cial world will be watched with inter-
est. Should the Galena Bank mater-
ialize, and the People’s Bank of Ches-
tertown get under way, Kent county
will have six banking institutions, five
State banks, with the Third National
Bank as the only National Bank in Kent
