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Dynamiting Fish.

On Thursday last, Capt. Joseph Bur-
ton, of this city, while taking several
gentlemen out trolling for bass and rock
in Swan Creek, picked up a lot of rock
fish that had been dynamited the night
previous. Many of these fish weighed
from twenty-five to thirty pounds, and
the water was strewn with the floating
dead fish.

It is useless for us to state that the
killing of fish by dynamite is illegal
and unlawful, and heavy penalties are
prescribed for such violations, being a
fine of not less than $300, and cost of
prosecution, in the default of which not
less than a year in the House of Cor-
rection.

It is a burning outrage, and we call
upon Governor Crothers, to see that the
State Game Warden is apprised of these
violations, and that proper steps are
taken to prevent further outrages of this
character, and the aid of the law in-
voked to arrest such violators.

A liberal reward will be paid for the
arrest and conviction of anyone found
guilty of this dynamiting by some of our
local rod and line fishermen who are jusly
incensed at the outrages of these
““pirates.”’-Havre de Grace Republican.

DECISION FAVORSARCAN-
UMITES.

The older members of the local Order
of the Royal Arcanum are much gratified
over the decision of the Supreme Court
in Brooklyn, N. Y., to the effect that the
Order has noright to increase the assess-
ment of its members.

Mr. L. Jeff Milbourne, one of the char-
ter members of Carrollton Council said
that this decision is in line with decisions
given in other State Courts. Mr. Mil-
bourne stated further that so far no test
case has been made in Maryland, but that
in all probability the courts will soon be
called upon to act on the question.

In his decision Justice Kelly held that
the officers of the Supreme Council have
no power to increase assessments with-
out the consent of the members. This
decision he stated, was based on the fact
that there is nothing in the original con-
tract between the applicant and the Or-
der giving the Supreme Council such a
right.

‘‘The conceded necessity for increased
revenues,’’ said the Court, ‘‘is held to
be no answer to the claim of the individ-
ual that his right to pay at the old rate
