VIOLATIONS OF FISH LAWS.

We respectfully call the attention of
the Governor of the State and the State
Game Warden to the many reported
violations of the fishing laws by purse-
netters. These violations are occuring
every day in the Chesapeake Bay, and
the purse-netters are playing such havoc
with the fish that unless a stop be put
to it by the State authorities, the
fishing industry in the Chesapeake Bay
and its tributaries will soon be a thing
of the past. Fishermen are working
against their own interests when they
persist in violating the law or refuse to
assist in the arrest and conviction of
violators. Nearly every day, according
to these reports which come to our
office, these violators of the law govern-
ing purse net fishing may be seen at
their unlawful business from Tolchester
to Poole’s Island, and no effort appar-
ently is made by the State Game War-
den or his deputies to arrest the men
who persist in violating the law. Some-
thing should'be done and done at once.
The pound-net fishermen and seine
haulers tell us that the business is
almost dead, and those fond of hook and |
line fishing tell us that the sport is
practically broken up in the bay and
rivers. The State maintains an oyster
navy which is idle during the closed sea-
son. It might be used 'with great
profit to the fishing interests to break
up violations of the law and to protect
the industry from destruction. Fisher.
men around Betterton tell us that these
violations of the law are just as bad as
they were last year, and it is up to the
State Game Warden or the Governor to
investigate the truth of these reports,
and to arrest 2ll violators. Then too,
the Governor of the State should ap-
point 2 commissioner to investigate the
fishing industry and to devise some

means to protect the industry. Since
the repeal of the law prohibiting seine
hauling in Chester river and its ‘ribu-
taries during the month of July, the
fishing industry has become of no profit,
and yet the fisherman can’t see it that
way. They have been allowed to catch
and ship anything and everything just
so it has fins, and go where you will
every place that used to abound in fish
is now destitute, because it is dragged
to death by seine haulers. The fisher-
men know this and they know the
danger of it to their means of living,
and yet if an attempt were made to
frame a law that provides a closed season
for fishing with any kind of net, just
as there is a closed season for catching
oysters, and by force of circumstances
for erabs, they would think somebody
is trying to deprive them of their rights,
when all the while the everlasting
hounding of the fish purse-rcliers,seine-

haulers, and pound netters, driving the
fish from their feeding grounds, and
distrubing the spawning season, is doing
more to break up the fishing industry in
the State than anything else. One can
scarcely go anywhere in our river and
bay now and catch a decent mess of
fish. We would advocate the passage
of a law providing for a closed season
for fish at the spawning season for all
kinds of nets and devices, and mean-
while we urge the Governor and the
State Game Warden to investigate these
daily violations of the purse-net law in
the vicinity of Poole’s Island. This 1s
intended as much for the interest of the

fishermen as it is for the protection of
the fish.

Those to whom I have shown same pro-
nounce it fine to look at. Old farmers
of experience, such as Mr. W.D.Smith,
of Ingleside, Queen Anne’s, tell me it
ought to do better next year; [ shall
try it more largely this fall.
