Engineers Hold Life Long.—W. W.
Atterbury, vice-president of the Penn-
sylvania railroad, has compiled interest-
ing statistics which show tnat engineers
of the Pennsylvahia system live longer
than any other class of employes.

The average age
at which the engineer arrives who dies
as the result of an accident is 42 years,
while for other employes the average is
33.
