HERE IS THE BILL.

This is the bill which Mr. Vickers
says he drew up at the suggestion of
the court, and which Mr, Beck says
had it passed, would have made it less
difficult to secure convictions for viola-
tions of the local option law.

“151B. It shall not be lawful for any person,
house, eorporation, company or association, to so-

« lieit, take or receive, at any place within the lim-
- ijts of Kent county, any order or orders, for the

purchase or delivery of any spirituous, fermented
or intoxicating liquers of any origin whatever, or
aleoholic bitters, and any person, house, corporar
tion, company or as:ociation violating the provis-
jons of this section shsall, on conviction thereof,
forfeit and pay on the first conviction a fine of
not less than fifty dollars nor more than three
hundred dollars, and the cost of prosecution, and

be imprisoned in the county jail for thirty days: !

and on the second and every subsequent convie-
tion, not less than one hundred dellars nor more
than five hundred dollars and costs of progecution,
and be imprisoned In the county jail for not less
than sixty nor more than ninety days; and in de-
fault of the payment of such fine and costs, he or
they shall remain in the said county jail after his
or their terms of imprisonment until such fine and
costs are paid, one-half of any fine imposed for
the violation of this section shall go to the informer
and the residue, or if noinformer, the whole fine to
the Board of School Commissioners of said county
for the use of the public schools therein.”’
