Made to Which the State’s Attorney Should
Give Serious Consideration.

When Hon. William L. Marbury announced his candidacy for the long

became noised abroad that Mr. Marbury’s candidacy is acceptable to President
Wilson, a great hue and cry went up all over the State from Organization poli-
ticians and lesser lights, that the people of Maryland were capable of making |
their own selection of a Senator, and the imputed interference of President Wil-
son was very bitterly criticized, his critics going so far as to style the Presi-
dent’s interest in Maryland politics as ‘‘Outside Interference.”” One of the Or-
ganization lesser lights in Chestertown got so wrought up over the matter that |
he publicly declared that the President’s administration will be a signal failure,
because he contemplates appointing a successor o Postmaster M. W. Thomas in
Chestertown when the latter’s term expires. We have a condition in Kent
county politics, which, though analogous to the Organization’s interpretation of
President Wilson’s interest in Maryland politics, is in no sense founded upon the
basic principle of right and justice. We refer to the active and open participa-
tion\of Mr. John D. Urie, a Republican, and the recognized leader of a certain
