The superintendent of the
crematory informed the son-in-law that it would require about 24 hours to reduce
the remains to ashes, but that he could return in about six or seven hours and
see how things were progressing. The son-in-law returned to the crematory in
about ten hours, and when the superintendent opened the door of the furnace to
see how the fire was burning, he saw the mother-in-law sitting up in the casket,
and she said: ‘‘Shut the door, I feel a draft.”’ | |

We are not concerned with Mr. Ahern’s
participation in the matter, nor did we infer or imply that Mr, Ahern was guilty
of anything. It was perfectly useless for Mr. Vickers to place himself in such a
ridiculous position as he did last Saturday morning by getting a letter from Mr.
Ahern or writing to Dr. Jarman. Why did he not base his statement upon a let-
ter from Mr. John D. Urie, who was the man who approached Dr. Jarman and
sought to drag Mr, Ahern into a most embarrassing situation? Why did not
Vickers take the statement of the TRANSCRIPT, go to Mr. Urie with it, and base
his investigation upon what Urie did, and not seek to place Mr. Ahern in such a
position that Vickers can gotothe grand jury with a statement that Mr. Ahern has
been accused of violating the Corrupt Practices Act. If Mr. Vickers is to go
before the grand jury, let him go there with the facts as disclosed by the TRAN-
SCRIPT. Let him go with the conversation between Mr. Urie and Dr. Jarman in
kis hand. Vickers knows as well as we do who is the guilty party in this mat-
ter. He knows that Mr. Ahern is not concerned in this matter except as he has
been placed there by Mr. Urie, and he knows that there is nothing either
expressed or implied that Mr. Ahern knew anything about the conversation be-
tween Mr. Urie and Dr. Jarman. We did not seek this information from Dr.
Jarman. We knew absolutely nothing about the affair until Dr. Jarman came
into our office and voluntarily made the statement tous. We took down the state-
ment, and sometime the latter part of the week of its publication we submitted
the statement to Dr. Jarman; and we are perfectly frank to say that the doctor
made corrections, and then O. K'd the statement as it was published in the
Transcript.
