candidate or person proposed, or vo.ed
for as an elector of President and Vice
President of the United States, or Rep-
resentative in Congress or for any office
of profit or trust. created by the Consti-
tution or Laws of this State, or by the
Ordinances, or authority of the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, the per-
son receiving the same, and any person
who gives or causes to be given, an il-
legal vote, knowing it to be such, at any
election to be hereafter held in this State,
shall, on conviction in a Court of Law,
in addition to the penalties now or here-
after to be imposed by law, be forever
disqualified to hold any office of profit or
trust, or to vote at any election there-
after. .
