CHAPTER 8456.

AN ACT to amend Section 44, Part
VII, of Artidle 4, title, *Sheriffs,” of
the Constitution of this State, and ta
provide for the submission of said
amendment to the qualified voters of
this State for adoption or rejection.

Bection 1. Be it enacted by the:
General Assembly of Maryland, three-
fifths of all the members of each of
the two houses concurring, that the
following section be and the same is
hereby proposed as an amendment to
Section 44, Part VII, of Article 4, title
“Sheriffs,” of the Constitution of this
Btate, and if adopted by legal and

‘qualified voters thereof, ag herein pro-

vided, it shall supersede and stand in
the place and stead of sald Section 44,
Part VII, of said Article 4,

Sec. 44. There shall be elected in
each county in every second year, one
person, resident in said county above
the age of twenty-five years, and at
least five years preceding his electiom,
a citizen of the State, to the office of
Sherif. He shall hold office for two
years, and until his successor is duly
elected and qualified; shall be in-
eligible for two years thereafter: shall
give such bond, exercise such powers
and perform such dutles as now are or
may hereafter be fixed by law. In case
of a vacancy by death, resignation, re-
fusal to serve, or negleet to qualify, or
give bond, or by disqualification, or re-
moval from the county, the Governor
shall appoint a perron to be Sheriff for
the remainder of the official term.
In the City of Balt!more at the Gen-
eral Election to be held in the year
1915 and every four years thereafter,
there shall be elected in sald City of
Baltimore, one person who shall be a
resident of said city, above the age of
twenty-five years, and who shall have
been at least flve years preceding his
election a citizen of this State, to the
office of Bheriff. |

He shall hold his office for four
years, and until his successor iz duly
elected and qualified; shall be eligible
for re-election; shall give such bond,
exercise such powers and perform such
duties as now are or may hereafter be
fixed by law. The Sherifl elected in
and for the City of Baltimere in
November, 1913, shall be eligible for
re-election,

In case of vacancy by death, resigna;
tlon, re usal to serve, eor aeglect to
qualify, or give bend, or by dis-
qualification or removal from said
City, the Governor shall appoint a per-
gon to be Sheriff for the remainder of
the official term. The Sheriff here-
after elected and the Sheriff vlected in
and for the City of Baltimore on the
7th day of November, 1913, shall from
the date of his qualification receive
such salary as may be fixed by law,
not to exceed six thousand dollars per
year in any case, and such expenses
neceszary to the conduct of his office,
as may be fixed by law, such salaries
and expenses to be pald in such man
per and at such times as may be pre
scribed by law,

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the
aforegoing section hereby proposed as
an amendment to the Constitution of
this State shall be at the next General
Blection for members of Congress, the
game being a general election, te ba
held in this State, submitted to the
legal and qualified voters thereof for
their adoption or rejection, In pursu-
ance of the directions contained In
Article 14 of the Constitution of this
Btate, and at said General election the
vote on the proposed amendment Ehunlli
be by ballot, and upon such ballot
there ghall be printed the words, “For
thé Coustitutional Amendment,” and

Porbidding the Sale of op Giv-
Ing Away Lignor on Election Day

For the information of all persons
concerned, the following Act of the
Legislature, passed March 24th, 189s,
is published. |

AN ACT
Prohibiting the sale of Spiritous or

Fermented lLiquors in the counties or
the ~tate on the day of Election.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the
General Assembly of Maryland, that
1t shall not be lawful for the keeper of
any hotel, tavern, store, drinking es-
t:ablish_me'nt, or any other place where
liquor is sold, or any person or persons,
directly or indiréctly, of anv kind, on
the day of election hereinafter to be
held in the several counties of the
State.

SECTION 2. And be it enacted.
That any person violating the provi.
sions of this Act shall be liable to in-
dictment by the Grand Jury of the
county whereat such offense is com-
mitted, and shall, upon conviction be-
fore any judge of any of the Circuit
Courts of this State, be fined a sum
not less than fifty dollars for each and
every offense: one half the fine is paid
to the informer and the othet half to
the County Commissioners for the use
of the public roads.

Article 33 of the Code of Public Gen-
eral Laws, as amended by the Acts of
1900 and 1901, says:

Whoever, during the hours of regis-
tration, or revision of registration, or
during the hours of election or eanvas
votes or of making returns thereof in
any precinct, shall bring, take, order
or send into, shall or attempt to bring
or take or send into, any place of re-
gistrator of election any distilled or
spiritous liquors, wine, ale or beer, or
shall at any such time or place drink
or partake of such liquors, shall upon
conviction thereof be fined not less
than ten dollars nor more than $1co0,

Gorrupt Practices Act

CHAPTER 122, ACTS OF 1908.5

171. The following persons shall be guilty of
corrupt practices and shall he punished in ac-
corcance with the provisions of this act: Every
person who shall, directly or indirectly, by
himself or by another, give or offer or promise
to any person any money, gift, advantage, pre-
ferment, entertainment, aid, emolument, or any
valuable thing whatever, for the purpose of in-
dueing or procuring any person to vote, or re-
frain from yoting, for or against Any person, or
for or against any measure or proposition at
any election or primary election or political
convention or session of the General Assembly
of Maryland, or either House thereof. Kver)
person whoshall, directly or indirectly, receive

accept, request or solicit from any person, caL

didate, committee, associatiou, organization o
corporation, any money, gift, advantage, pre-
ferment, aid, emolument, or any valuable thing
whatsoever for the purpose of inducing or pro-
curing any person to vote, or refrain from vot-
ing, for or against any person, or for or against
RNy measure or proposition at any election or
primary election or political convention, Every
person who, in consideration of any money,
gift, Erafermaut, aid, emolument, or any valua-
ble thing whatsoever, paid, received, accepted
or promised to the rdvantage of himself or any
other person, shall vote, or refrain from voting,
for or against any person, or for or against any
measure at any such election, caucus or pri-
mary election or political convention. HKvery
person who shall, directly or indirectly, pay,
give, contribute or promise any money or other
valuabje thing, to defray, or towards defraying
the costs or expenses of any campaign or elec-
tion, fo any person, committee, company, club,
organization or assoclation. other than to &
treasurer or political agent; but this sub-section
or paragraph shall not apply to dues regularly
paid for membership in any incorparated polit-
ical club if all money expended by such club
for or in connectien with the costs or expenses
of any campaign or élection shall be paid out
by it only through a treasurer or political agent,
as provided in this Act, or to any expenses for

printing, expressage, or traveling and boarq in-
curred by any candidate for office or for nomi-
nationthereto so far as they are permitted by
this Act, Every person who shall, directly or
indirectly, by himsclf or through another per-
son, make a payment, or promise of payment,
to a treasurer or political agent in any other

ment is made, Every person who being an em-
ployer, pays his employes the salary or wages
due in “'pay envelopes,” upon which there is
written or printed, or in which there is en

closed, any political motto, device or argument
containing threats, express or implied, intended
or calculated to influence the political opinions
or actions of sueh emplovyes, or within ninety
days of an electioa or primary puts, or other

wise exhibits, in the establishmeut or plae.

Concealed Weapons Election Day

The following Act of the General Assembly of
Maryland, passed at the January session of
1874, and approved April 6, 1874, is published
for the information of the public:
AN ACT
To prevent carrying of guns, plstols, dirks, dirk-
knivet, razors, billies, or bludgeons by any
person in Kent, Queen Anne's or Montgomery
auuntlea on the day of election in sald coun
es ;
SEC. 1, Be it enacted by the General Assem-
bly of Maryland, That trom and after the pass-
age of this act it shall not be lawful for any
person in Kent, Queen Anne's and Montgomery
counties to carry on the day of election, secret-
ly or otherwise, any gun, pistol, dirk, dirk-
knife, razor, billy, or bludgeon, and any person
clolating the provisions of this act shall be
deemed & misdemeanor, and on conviection
thereof before any Justice of the FPeace, Iin
esther of sald counties, shall be fined not less
thrn five nor more than twenty dollars, and oh
refusal to pay said fine shall be commited by
salda justice of the Peace to the jail of the county
until the same 1s paid,
SEC, 2. And be it enacted, That the fines col-
lec ted under this Act shall be paid by the offi-
cers collecting the same to the School Commis-
sloners of the connty where offense shall have
been committed for school purposes,
SEC, 3, And be it enacted. That any consta-
ble of either of said connties or thesheriffthere-
of, who shall refuse to arrest any person violat-
ing any provision of this Act, npon information
of sald offense, :hall be deemed guilty «f a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof be-
fore the Circuit Court of the county shall be
fined not less than twenty nor more than fifty
dollars, and forwith be dischargea from office.
