Two Cases Which Have Caused Con-
siderable Interest in Local Circles
Were Disposed of this Week in
Contreville Court.

PARKS VS. SKIPPER.

This was a suit brought by Mr. Bell
against Mr. Hubbard ciaiming that he
had =sold Mr., Hubbrrd’s Chester river
farm to John Schauber for $9,000 and
that Mr. Hubbard owed him $450 and
interest, making a total of about $550
commissions, The testimony disclosed
the fact that Mr.: Hubbard agreed to
pay Mr, Bell 5 per cent. if he sold the
farm to a Western man or anyone else
except to Mr. Schauber, and that Mr.
