Mr. Joseph Downey, of Rock Hall,
who runs an oyster packing housein the
fall and winter, and a tomato cannery
in summer, has been compelled to close
down his packing house, we understand,
because under the recent Employers’
Liability law passed by the last Legis-
lature he is compelled to spend so much
money for insuring the lives of his em-
ployees against accident that he is una-
ble to conduct the business with profit
on account of the increased expense.
This will mean considerable ioss to the
people of Rock Hall, as many hands
were employed by Mr. Downey. Be-
sides this, every oysterman who em-
ploys a culler, or any other labor on his
oysterboat must insure the life of his
employees against accident. The oys-
termen, however, will not get any more
money for their oysters. The employer
and employee both get hit under this
compensation law, which in our judg-
ment was passed in the interest of the
bond corporations and insurance com-
panies,
