REPORT OF HOME ECONOMICS
COMMITTEE

The work done during the winter
has principally been through weekly
letters to the local papers, treating on
everyday phases of the food situation.
A digest of the various magazine ar-
ticles relating to the work of feeding
the home has been given once in a
while, with particular emphasis on our
own peculiar problems.
We find that, as a rule, folks do not
know how to properly buy to conform
to the New Food Regulations, and
there are personal interviews with
neighbors, which bears out this state-
1ment that follows: that in some in-
stances there are as many as 18 pack-
ages of oat meal and twenty pounds of
corn meal put away, due to the fact
that much has been bought to get the
necessary flour. _
Now, had the proper management
thought out wheat saving menus, this
condition never would have existed.
If an order, consisting of the following
had been purchased, and wheat saving
thought of before each meal was pre-
pared, all would have enjoyed the
change and no food would be wasted.
4 1bs. meal.
4 1bs. buckwheat
4 1bs. rolled oats
4 1bs. beans,
4 1bs. rye flour
2 1bs. rice
1 1b. cornstarch
4 1bs. hominy

8 1bs. graham flour
24 1bs. wheat flour
Using at least two baskets of pﬂta.-
toes with this order, we will find that
after using what we want of flour for
thickening, etc.,, we will still have
some flour left, after these other things
are gone, But to do this, we must
plan our meals ahead and use some
other cereal each meal, always re-
membering that Monday and Wednes-
day are wheatless days, and one meal
every other day must be wheatless
too. By having rolled oats and either
corn or buckwheat cakes for break-
fast every day we save much; by al-
ways making some form of light bread
after the war recipes, we save from
two to tree cups of flour and by re-
membering to make rye bread at least
twice a week, we find that there are
not many more days left to plan for.

That is what we must do, PLAN
FOR MEALS. We can use hominy one
day, beans the next, rice and corn-
starch following, and the quantity of
bread eaten at each meal where those
other cereals are served will be no-
ticeably less. The addition of either
creamed, scalloped or mashed pota-
toes for meals where we do not serve
the cereals will answer the same pur-
pose,

There is the question of a properly
balanced meal to be kept in mind at

e

out the right ratio we will have to un-
derstand the composition of foods. If
we take the time to memorize, we can
from the Department of Agriculture

then there will not be any danger of
serving too much starch at one meal,
to the detriment of the health. After
these things are once mastered, we
will be better off than if the old
potatoes, etc., are served with wvaria-
tions every day.

The farmers wife has a particularly
bard time now-a-days.
your own family, any meal you can
put on the table will at least be eaten,
and husbands are usually reasonable
enough to understand when you ex-
plain that there is no meat today. But
the stranger within our gates, whom
we need so badly these times of in-
creased production, is apt to find fanlt
and say he is going to leave if we
don’t give him meat three times a day.
We shall have to give camouflage, nine

{times a week, and give it to him prop-

erly. The absence of meat need not
even be explained if we know how to
do this.

I would suggest a drive along with
the Thrift Stamp Drive, for we need
te have men, women and children all
lined. up in this movement. The
Hoover Pledge Card Committee could
take up this work and suitable women
posted on the important points of our
local needs, could give short talks.
There could be talks given and round
table discussions at the different Red
Cross meetings, grange and farmers’
clubs meetings.

If thought advisable, demonstrations
could be arranged for the schools
which are equipped for teaching do-
mestic science and the new bread
made and eaten right with the women
and children. The word “calories’” has
come to stay right in our pantries and
kitchens, and should be as familiar
to us as temperature or ounces. The
girls and boys must learn about it
in school, and we women should get
it too. We must kzow just how to
combine different foods, so as to get
th€" greatest number of calories per
pound of food, and we musgt know just
how many are really needed for the
family. Most of us are entirely ignor-
ant of these things, but we are pro-
gressive enough to know it, and to be
anxious to correct it. Now I don’t
nean to go to the trouble of learning

A LETTER FROM FRANCE

The following interesting letter ‘is
from the pen of Mr. Roland Crew, a
former Kent County man, who is with
Uncle Sam’s Army in France.
SOMEWHERE IN FRANCE
Feb. 11th, 1918.
Dear Mamma:
Since my last - letter, I have been
moving and working most of the time,
and am, at last, getting down to real
definite work, and feel as tough I am,
at least, accomplishing something.
Over a week ago, most of the old 446th
Detachment was split up into little
groups and sent all over France. Threei
of us came here—just where ‘“here” |
is I am not at liberty to tell—but it is
sufficient to say that everything is
much more pleasant than anything I
have had since leaving America.
I have regular work to do here, with
a definite object in view every day,
and that lets me fee]l that I'm of some
value to our Government at last.
Everything which we did, previous to
coming here, was of a preparatory na-
ture, but now I'm actually engaged in
work, which, although not very much
like what I had been doing at home,
has to do with the railroad end of
things and which has to be handled
by some one in our Department.
It is impossible to tell how long 1
will stay on this particular work, but
il is evidently to continue for a time,
at least, as I am in charge of a yard.
I have an office of my own—only a
makeshift, of course—but I am grad-
ually getting it fixed up. My work
Keeps me out in the yard most of the
time, and running around here and
there on motor trucks, and I have the
office for doing what clerical work is
necessary. One of the fellows, Shelly,
who came here with us, is acting as a
kind of assistant to me at present. In
‘addition to him, I usually have a de-
tail of forty or fifty colored steve-
dores with three or four ‘“non-coms,”
but they are changed each day, so I
don’t have a very permanent organiza-
tion. |
- The work is rather interesting, as
I come in contact with many different
bodies of troops, both officers and
men, who are looking after their bag-
gage and troop property. Have also
run into guite a few friends of friends
of mine in America. The work re-
minds me very much of the old days
when we handled strike breakers all
night on the piers in New York with
the Pennsylvania, as it means all day
and all night too now and then, and
then guiet for a while. We have all
kinds of baggage and troop property
to be loaded and unloaded into motor
| trucks and freight cars, and many lit-
tle problems of lost baggage and stray
cars coming wup all of the time, so
there is always something to think
about.

Master Engineer Parker MeCollis-
ter, who was the third of the little
trio from the 446th Detachment, is on
the same work, but logks more after
the handling of the cars themselves.
He is a 1911 graduate from Tufts and
1914 from Harvard in law and was
a lawyer in civil life with the New
York Central R. R., but seems to fit
right into the work here, just as if he
had been doing it all the time. He
speaks a little French, too, having had
about as much in college as I, and be-
tween us we manage to get along. We
can usually make ourselves under-
stood, but have difficulty in under-
standing the French people, as they
speak so rapidly and run their words
together. We don't have to use French
much except in stores and occasional-
ly in restaurants, and by the way, with
the French motor truck drivers, who
seem to be very clever in misunder-
standing everything and running off
just when one wants them.

I suppose it is permissible for me to
say that I am in a good sized city, and
living in an old French army bar-
racks. It surely seems strange to be
back on paved streets again, with imi-
tation trolley cars, and to be free to go
around unfil nine o’clock at night, and
especially, to go into stores and res-
taurants and buy what we need.

Our quarters are not especially good,

|as we have to use candle lights, and

the bathing and sanitary conditions
could be better, but we go to a hotel
and buy a bath whenever necessary,
so, I haven’t any kick coming at all.
The barracks are over a mile from my
cffice, but I usually manage to get a
truck on my way down in the morn-
ing. We use a great many large
trucks, of a° well known American
make, and have quite a few French
ones in addition. I've been rid-
ing in all sorts of motor vehicles

lately, from trucks and “Lizzies” to

tc get to the yard in a hurry to get(
some information from him the other
afternoon, so he sent his car down te
our main. office to get me and take me
up, and I had some wild trip as it was
wet and raining and the chauffer
thought it was a matter of life and
death.

When we moved from the last place,
we were on a French train all day
and part of the night, and landed
here late at night, not knowing where
to go, so finally ended up at a hotel
and succeeded in making them under-
stand that we desired a room and
bath; so that night we slept between
sheets—the first time since 1 left
home and probably the last for some
little while. On the train that day,
we talked to quite a few French peo-
ple, and it is surprising to see how lit-
tle even they agree on when the war
will ead. There was a young infantry-
man, who was acting as some sort of
& helper at one of the stations. He
had had part of one hand blown off by
shrapnel at the front, and sext home.
He said—unless we misunderstood
him—that the war will be over in si-
months; and then, a little later, some

said that it couldn’t possibly end for a
couple of years, so it all shows how
little any one can tell about it. Had
auite a talk with an English “Tommy”
vesterday. He has been at the front '
almost since the beginning of the war,
and just sent here on account of a
wound. He was a typical Britisher,
and told me all about how “wicked”
the “bally” shells were on the roads
near the trenches.

When one first arrives in a French
city, there surely are many strange
things to see and do. There are sol-
diers here from a dozen or more coun-
tries, including the French colonies,
and many German prisoners. These
lJatter seem to be perfectly happy
here, and, as far as we can see, are
very well treated. The colored sol-
diers from Africa seem the strangest,
speaking a language all their own. Our
colored troops don’t seem to under-
stand how any black man can speak
any language but English. The Tun-
isilans and Algerians wear very pecu-
liar uniforms and hats, resembling
Turks. There are quite a bunch of
Siamese around also, and all these,
together with the French, English,
Belgians and Americans, surely form

a great combination of uniformed
men,

The money, too, especially the
coins, of four different nations—

France, England, Belgium and Portu-
gal—is in common use, and one has to
be familiar with it all in order to
count change in a hurry. The bills,
however, all seem to be French. A
peculiar thing about them is that they
come in very small denominations,
down to one franc, and the ones below
five francs are only local and usual-
ly good only in the city or province
where issued. One has to be careful
to be rid of them when leaving a par-
ticular place. Those over five francs

and good anywhere. A franc is worth
Just a little less than eighteen cents,
SO0 you can see what small denomina-
tions they have. Their smallest coin,
one centime, is equal to one fifth of an
American penny.

If it were not for the fact that the
city is so filled with soldiers, vou
would hardly know there is a war.
Everything goes along just as at
home; you see very few men in civ-
ilian clothes, of course, and the wo-
men are handling all the work pos-
sible, from hotel clerk to truck driver.
And, as to danger, please don’t worry
about that, at all; at. present there is
absolutely no danger whatever, in
fact, hardly as much as there was out
on the tracks of the old P. R. R. at
home. However, I have increased my
life insurance to ten thousand dol-
lars. Don’t know whether you ever
received the original policy for three
thousand, so if you haven't, I'll ex-
plain the whole thing. It is all han-
dled by the U, S. Government, at a
very low rate, but taken out of our
pay, and the policy is sent direct to
you from them. The new one cancels
the old, I believe, and will probably
reach you in a few weeks.

There is, at least, one thing that you
read at home about the war, which is
surely true, and that is about the rain
and mud. We have plenty of it here
and everything is wet and sloppy, but
they say it will soon be over and then
good weather for several months. For-
tunately, there has been no cold wea-
ther at all since I've been in France,
and just now there is lots of green
grass wherever it is possible for it to
ETrow.

If you can find out what regiments,
or organizations, any one from home
is in, you might give me a list of them
Ir your next letter, as it is ve Y 003
sible that I may see their bunch if
they pass thru here, and there are ns.
ually lots of little ways in which ons
can help a newcomer in France. The
officers, especially, have many things
to arrange for, and some of them, n:.t-
urally, have quite some trouble in =
strange land and among strange peo-
ple.

I received the letter which you sent
to Camp Devens on Jan. 2, a few days
ago. We left town that day and it has
been following me ever since. I never |
received the Red Cross package, nor
the gloves, but did get the helmet, and
believe I wrote about that. Probably
the gloves will come along soon and
I can save them for next winter. I
will try to write as often as I can,
but we don’t have any regular system
of censoring here, and all the officers
are so busy that I hate to ask any of
them to do it.
