Mr. Joel R. Clements, one of Ches-
tertown’s most prominent and best
citizens, died Friday morning at 5 p.
m., aged 75 years. He had been in
failing health for some years, which
caused him to rdsign as agent of the
Md. Del. & Va. Steamboat Co. at Ches-
tertown Jan. 1, 1915 since which time
he has lived a retired life at his home
on High street, this town. No man in
Kent county was more highly respect-
ed than was Joel R. Clements. He
was a man of kind and generous im-
pulses, always ready and even glad to
do a kind act for his fellow man. He
was a devout member of Chestertown
M. E, Church and a regular attendant
whenever his health would permit.

Mr. Clements was born in 1844 in
Queen Anne’s county, near Chester-
town, and was married to Miss Susie
Dunbracco May 2, 1864, and for a num-
ber of years they resided at Rolphs
Wharf, later moving to Chestertown.

January 30, 1862, when a boy. be-
tween 17 and 18 years old, he became
clerk on the steamer Chester which
was owned and run by his uncle, Mr.
Joel Slaughter, as the Chester River
Steamboat Co. In 1864 Mr. Slaughter
purchased the steamer George Law
and added her to the line of steamers
on Chester River and made young
Clements his assistant business man-
ager. He developed rapidly and dem-
onstrated such elements of character
and ability that made him hﬁnnredT
and respected by both employer and
patrons through _the more than 43
years that he was intimately associat-
ed with the steamboat business on
Chester river.
