Three million Americans will be un-
der arms by next August 1, the Senate
Military Committee was told Saturday
by Provost Marshal-General Crowder.

General Crowder said that 1,347,000
of the 2,428,000 men placed in Class 1
already have been called to the colors.
He estimated that some 400,000 addi;
tional men for the first class will bé
secured from the men who registered
last June 5 and that another 200,000
will be added by the reclassification of
men in the re-examination of the ques-
tionnaires now being made. |

Extension of the age limits in the
army draft will be necessary, General
Crowder said, if the present rate of
draft call is continued. He estimated

Kent county sent forty-three of its
colored men to Camp Meade on Wed-
nesday morning to help fill Freedom's
army in its fight for civilization. Last
week we published the names of these
men. Parker Mays, the big hauler of
Chestertown, was made captain of the
men on’ the trip from here to Camp
Meade. The Red Cross of Kent equip-
ped the men with the things neceg-
sary for camp life.

On Tuesday afternoon these men
were given a send-off that excelled
anything so far given to the drafted
men of Kent county. At 3.30 the draft-
ed men were gathered in front of the
Court House and were instructed as to
their duties by Sydney P. Townshend,
Esq., a member of the local Draft
Board, who introduced Ex-Judge J. A.
Pearce, who delivered a short speech
to them of encouragement and advice,
Following his speech, Rev. C. B.
