Red Cross In ltaly

Until the American Red Cross “car-
ried on,” replacing the worker-mother
in many of the cities and towns of
Italy, neglected little waifs—Dby-pro-
ducts of a world war—Iliterally swarm-
ed about the streets. The fathers of
these children are with the colors—
their mothers have replaced the fath-
ers in the fields and workshops, and,
the American Red Cross has replaced,
as far as it can, the worker-mothers
through its soup kitchens and what,
in this country, -would be called “day
nurseries.”

Supplanting the worker-mother is
bhut another one of the American Red
Cross activities overseas and one that
is. perhaps, just around the corner,
over here,

Recently the American Red Cross
established another link in its long
chain of soup kitchens in the little vil-
lage of San Creste, which clings to
the side of Mount Sorcte in the Tiber
valley, twenty miles from Rome. Here
every morning at daybreak a long.
long line of worker-mothers may be
seen wending their way to the lower
levels to work in the fields, and night
fall finds them trudging slowly home-
ward. Before the American Red Cross
established its soup kitchen there the
children were left alone throughout
the day. Now they have quite a differ-
ept status. French nuns, who have
ministered to the poor of San Creste
for some time, are in charge of the
soup kitchen and day nursery and, as
they watch over their flock, they note
the clothing needs of the children and,
as supplies are wanted, they are ship-
ped out from Rome.

~wwocK Dials for Summer.

Instead of moving the hands of the
clock forward and back at the time of
changing from standard to summer
time, and vice versa, a plan recently
proposed in England is to have clocks
provided with an adjustable dial. The
circular disk of the dial would be put
in place by screws in curved slots, and
the dial would be rotated through one
hour space at the time of making the
change, leaving the hands untouched.

The position of the dial
would also indicate whether the clock
was keeping summer or normal time,

ENTRANCE EXAMINATIONS for
the Department of Engineering, as
well as for the College of Arts and
Sciences, will be held in Gilman Hall,
Monday-Thursday, September 16-19,
1918, beginning at 9 a. m. each day.

APPLICATIONS FOR SCHOLAR-
SHIPS IN THE DEPARTMENT OF
ENGINEERING, established under
the provisions of the Laws of Mary-
land, Chapter 90, 1912, will now be re-
ceived. If there is more than one ap-
plicant for a “particular scholarship, a
competitive examination must be tak-
en Friday, September 20, 1918, begin-
ning at 9 a. m. Appointments will be
made soon after.

Each Legislative District of Balti-
more city and each county of the
State, with the exception of Howard
and Worcester counties, will be enti-
tied to one or more scholarships for
(the vear 1918-1919, in addition to
'those which have already been as-
signed. In the two counties mentioned
above, all the available scholarships
have been awarded.

Under the provisions of the Act of
Assembly, the County and City Schol-
arships in the department of Engi-
neering are awarded only to deserv-
ing students whose financial circum-
stances are such that they are unable
toc obtain an education in Engineer-
ing unless free tuition be granted to
them. The scholarships entitle the
holder to free tuition, free use of text-
books, and exemption from all regular
fees. One of the scholarships in each
county and each legislative district of
the city carries also the sum of $200.
The expense of attendance for those
who do not receive scholarships is not
greater than at other Maryland insti-
tutions.

Scholarships may be awarded to
graduates of Loyola College, BSt.
John’s College, Washington College,
Western Maryland College, Maryland
Agricultural College, Mt. St. Mary’s

College, Rock Hill College. Two
scholarships will - be awarded “At
Large.”

Applicants should address The Reg-
istrar, The Johns Hopkins University,
for blank forms of application and for
further information as to examina-
tions, award of scholarships, and
courses of instruction. The session be-
gins Tuesday, Oct. 1.

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PROCLAMATION

PROPOSING AN AMENDMENT TO
THE CONSTITUTION OF THE

STATE, PROVIDING FOR AB-
SENT VOTING.

WHEREAS, AT THE JANUARY SES-

SION OF THE GENERAL AS-
SEMBLY OF MARYLAND, HELD
IN THE YEAR 1918, A BILL WAS
PASSED, TO WIT: CHAPTER 20
OF SAID ACTS, PROPOSING AN
ADDITIONAL SECTION TO ART-
ICLE 1 OF THE CONSTITUTION
OF MARYLAND, TO BE KNOWN
AS SECTION 1A AND RELAT-
ING TO ABSENT VOTING, AND
WHICH SAID BILL IS IN THE
WORDS AND FIGURES FOL-
LOWING:

CHAPTER 20

An Act to propose amendment to
Article 1, title, “Elective Franchise,”
of 'the Constitution of the State of
Maryland, by adding a new section
thereto, to be known as Section 1A,
the same relating to absent voting;

of this State for adoption or rejection.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Gen-

Section 1A. The General Assembly
of Maryland shall have power to pro-

for the manner in which and the time
and place at which such absent voters
may vote, and for the canvass and re-
turn of their votes.

And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That said
loregoing Section hereby proposed as
an amendment to the Constitution,
shall at the next General'Election for
Members of Congress held in this

correct copy of the text of said Chap )
ter 20 of the Acts of the General As-

sembly of Maryland, Session of 1918,
be published in at least two newspa-
pers in each of the counties of the
State where so many may be publish-
ed, and where not more than one may
be published, then in that newspaper,
and in three newspapers published in
the City of Baltimore, one of which
shall be in the German language, once
a week for at least  three months
next preceding the General Election to
be held in the State of Maryland on
Tuesday, November 5, 1918 at which
election the said proposed amendment
to the Constitution shall be submitted
in form and manner prescribed by the
General Assembly, to the legal and
qualified voters of the State for their
adoption or rejection.
