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BARBER NOMINATED !

Capt. Burchinal LLeads His Forces to
Victory Over Wellington and Col.
W. J. Vannort's Man,

o Er——

Dr. Isaac Ambrose Barber, of Iaston,
was nominated for Congress in the first

district Republican convention by -ac-

clamation on Wednesday.

How it was done is thus told by the
Baltimore Sun correspondent :

The Dryden forces lacked leadership.
They made blunder after blunder and
by their blundering lost a battle they
could have won.

The Barber forces were led by the
veteran Captain Burchinal, from Kent,
and the astute Towers, from Caroline.

Burchinal got into the convention on a
proxy, which was strongly objected to.
But protests went unheeded.

Dryden claimed in his 164 votes four
from Somerset, three from Worcester,
three from Wicomico, four from Queen
Anne’s and two and a half from Kent.
But there was a contesting delegation
from Queen Anne’s, and on a settle-
ment of that question the nomination
depended.

The delegation headed by John H.
Forrester was for Dryden; the one
headed by Joseph Mallalieu for Barber.
Clarence Hodson, Dryden’s leader, lost
his fight in the organization.

When the time came for calling the
convention to order Hodson tried to do
it and make Wm. A. Tull temporary
chairman. This was objected to on the
ground that usage required the call to
order to be made by a member -of the
State central committee for the county
in which the convention was held.
Percival Mullikin,a member of the com-
mittee for Talbot, stepped forward and
said he had been requested by the chair-
man of the committee, Dr. Barber, to
call the convention to order. Hodson
objected to this, but said ke was willing
that Dr. Barber should do it, and he did
it. The Dryden people then nominated

Wm. J. Vannort, of Kent, for tempor-

ary chairman, and the Barber peopie
named Hiram S. Hall, of Talbot.

The counties were called, and when
Queen Anne’s was reached 1ts vote was
challenged. The presiding officer, Dr.
Barber, ruled that Queen Anne’s had no
right to vote. Anappeal from the ruling
was made by Hodson, but it was with-
drawn when he saw it was useless, and
Hall was elected, receiving 134 votes to
Vannort’s 124. |

Hall appointed the credentials com-
The
committee reported in-favor of the Bar-
ber delegates from that county. The
convention ratified that report by 133 to
123 votes, Barber then had seventeen
and one-half, and this is the way that
thirteen and one-half beat sixteen and
one-half.

(Captain Burchinal was put on the
credentials committee and made 1its
chairman. Dr. F. C. Fenhagen, of Tal-
bot, was 1ts secretary.

Then there came a graceful submis-
sion to the inevitable, and Sheriff Nel-
son, of Somerset, put Dr. Barber in
nomination, and it went through by ac-
clamation.
