The suffrage amendment as published
in the NEws passed the House Thursday
and is now in the Senate.

A bill aimed at those couples who, for
one reason or another, desire to elope or
surprise their friends by an unexpected
marriage was introduced in the House
by Mr. Boswell, of Washington gounty:
Mr. Boswell’s bill requires the publiea-
tion in newspapers of applications for
marriage licenses two weeks in advanee
of their issuance. Such a requirement
it can be readily seen, will frustrate the
plans of those who desire to outwit ob-

durate parents and guardians.

The bill makes no ehanges in licemses on
stocks whose value range from $1.000 to
$20,000. On stocks worth not less than
$20,000 and not more than $30,000 the
license is increased from $100 to F150.
On stocks worth fronx $30,000 to $40,000
the license isincreased from $125 to $200.
According to the present law, the maxi-
mum value of stocks subject to license |
is $40,000.

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GOOD ROADS BILL

Atltorney-General Straus has delivered
to Governor Crothers and to State Sena-
tor Gorman the draft of the Good Roads
bill which the Governor so strongly ad-
vocated in his speech accepting the nom-
ination for Governor and also in his in-
augural address,

Mr. Straus, at the request of GGovernor
Crothers and of Senator Gorman, under-
took the preparation of this important
measure some four weeks ago, and, in
spite of the pressure of many other du-
ties, has examined the statutes of most
of the States of the Union on the subject
of good roads and carefully prepared the
measure, which he has submitted in its
completed form to the Governor and
Mr. Gorman for consideration and fo,
such modifications as may be deemed
desirable.

What The Bill Provides.

The bill prepared by the Attorney-Gen-
eral provides a comprehensive scheme of
road improvements and extensions
throughout the State., It includes pro-
visions for the establishment of a gen-
eral system of modern and improved
State highways, with lateral, tributary
and branch State roads, to be constructed
by the commission ereated by the act,
in connection with all the provisions and
features of the Shoemaker law for the
construction, repair and extension of
county roads upon the application and
initiative of the County Commissioners

. or of citizens of the counties. In this

way & uniform and homogeneous
scheme, which shall be as perfect as pos-
sible in its entirety and developed prae-
tically under one administrative head,
namely, the commission created by the
act, 18 secured. By this plan the im-
provement of both Mtate and local high-
ways and the general harmony of the
whole system are provided for. The
Governor was especially impressed with
this feature of Mr. Straus’ bill and com-
plimented it very highly.

For A Commission Of Ninpe.

The bill provides for a special commis-
sion, to be known as the ‘Maryland
Roads Commission,’”’ which shall eonsist
of nine members, two of whom shall be
Prof. William Bulloek Clark, State Geolo-
gist and superintendent of the Maryland
(zeologieal Survey, and Dr. Edward B.
Matthews, Assistant State Geologist, and
seven members to be appointed by the
Governor a8 follows : Two from the East-
ern Shore, one from the Second Congress-
ional distriet, exclusive of Baltimore city,
and one from each of the Third, Fourth,
Fifth and Sixth Congressional distriets.

The bill further provides that the chief
engineer of the new eommission shall be
the present chief engineer of the Division
of Highways of the Maryland Geological
Survey, who is Mr. Walter W. Crosby.
The constitution of the commission upon
this plan includes the scientifie experts,
Professor Clark, P)r. Mathews and En-
gineer Croaby, who haye been the aetive
working corps of the Maryland Geologi-
cal Survey and formed the highway divi-

sion thereof, and also includes specifie
