When
a boy he wasa pupilin the public sehools
and also attended a boarding school in
Pennsylvania, receiving a practical edu-
cation that fitted him for the manage-
ment of important business interests. |
By his marriage to Martha E. Birch, of
Kent County, he has six children, who
with himself and wife attended the meet-
ings of the Society of Friends. In his
dealings with others he was characterized
by honesty and veraeity, while in the
conduct of hisstore he was energetie, pro-
gressive and discriminating, desirous of
keeping in stock a complete line of such

things as will meet the necessities and de-
sires of the people. He justly ranked
among the capable business men of this
district. He was one of the directors of
the Kent County Savings Bank in whieh
he took great pride and attended faith-
fully to his duties there as in every
walk of life.
