Editors of the Echo,
My dear young friends :—

It gives me peculiar pleasure that
you should remember me and ask me to
contribute a page to the time honored
Eeho.

It awakensa train of happy
memories and I recall the desr old times
when I was a teacher in your school and
it touches me deeply to know that I am
not forgetten. It has always been my
cherished desire to live in your memory
and to have this chance to come before
the old school again 18 to me a rare
chance.

1t contained my parting
words to the school just before entering
upon a life of great happiness.

While we stand in this memory gallery
let us be reverently silent a moment when
we think the name of our honored exam-
iner, Mr. Eben F. Perkins who gave the
best of his life to the schools of Kent.

Rub 1 pound of good lard into 6 pounds of the
