A Curious Adventure Among the Na-
tives of Africa.

Mrs, Constance Larymore, author of
“A Resident’s Wife In Nigeria,” re-
counts this curious adventure in Afri-
ca: "The sahib, as fronr ineradicable
Indian habit I still commonly call my
husband, had gone out at sunset after
deer, and during his absence the entire
population of the village came stream-
ing up the hill to the rest house, all
talking loudly and at once and evident-
ly under the infiluence of strong excite-
ment. I was by that time well accus-
tomed to creating a sensation when-
ever I appeared, no white woman hav-
ing been seen previously, but these
people struck me as having more than
saluations in their minds and on their
clamoring tongues. | had been SIX
weeks in the country. My knowledge of
Hausa was confined to salutations and
q few simple words, so 1 summoned
our interpreter to help me to entertain
Iy visitors.

“They chattered, shouted and gestic-
ulated at Paul, who eventually explain-
ed to me smilingly that they had never
seen a4 white woman before and were
anxious to offer me a_personal wel-
come, | nodded and smiled in high
gratification, thanked them cordially
and when I had exhausted my small
stock of polite salutations told the in-
terpreter to give them leave to go
home. This they did, somewhat re-
luctantly, I thought, but after describ-
ing the interview with some amuse-
ment to the sahib I dismissed the mat-
ter from my mind.

“Six weeks later we passed through
Lukpa again on our way back to Loko-
ja and found it deserted—not a man,
woman or child, not a goat, not a fowl
—all gone, obviously fled into the bush,
[ felt distinctly hurt at this churlish
behavior on the part of my late admir-
ers and learned long afterward that on
our first visit our precious interpreter
and others of our party had seized and
killed every goat and fowl in the vil-
lage. The wretched owners had rush-
ed up to the rest house to complain,
and all they got was ‘Thank you!

“l am not ashamed to confess that I
cried when I made that discovery. The
lesson, however, went home to us both
and drove us to work ceaselessly at
the Hausa language, knowing there
could be no security for ourselves or
justice for the people until we could be
independent of dishonest interpreta-
tion.”

Business House.

“You forget,” I observed, ‘‘that Rus-
gia is the original home and habitat of
the cigarette,” says the Odessa corre-
gpondent -of the London Standard.

“Well, do you Lknow,” said my
friend, *it is not by any means our
notion of business, and yet somehow
it looks homely and agreeable, and
none of these fellows appears to be
lazing or shirking.”

Then came a further surprise for
my companion. A neatly dressed
waitress emerging from some lower
region was passing behind the chief
counter bearing a large tray on which
were some ten or twelve glasses of
tea, with the usual small dish of
sliced lemon and silver fork. The tea
was first distributed to the senior
clerks in the various departments, and
the waitress returned for further sup-
plies for the rest of the staff.

“Also a Russian 'institution?”’ smil-
ingly queried the London merchant.

“Hxactly,” I replied, ‘“and the tea is
of the finest quality.”

From the bank we drove to the
postoffice and telegraph station. In
these places it is forbidden to the pub-
lic to smoke, but behind the counters
in every department the cigarette and
tea were just as much in evidence as
they were at the bank. The tea is al-
ways supplied by the establishment,
whatever it may be. The cigarettes
the officials and clerks find them-
selves.

OUR FIRST PATENT.

Granted at Boston In 1648 and Was
Called a Monopoly.

To the gemeral court of Massachu-
setts belongs the honor of granting
the first American patent. This was
in 1648 and was then designated as a
monopoly. It was confined to the re-
gion controlled by Massachusetts, and
the one issue apparently included all
the invention of the inventor connect-
ed with engines that depended upon
water for their motive power. The
limit of the monopoly was fourteen
years, and the court not only retained
power to forbid exportation, but to
prevent exorbitant charges upon the
public for their use, The patent was
issued in this form:

“Jenkes Monopolye.—At a generall
Courte at Boston the 6th of the 3th
Mo 1648. The cor’t consid’inge ye ne-
cessity of raising such manifactures
of engins of mils to go by water for
speedy dispatch of much worke with
few hands, and being sufficiently in-
formed of ye ability of ye petition to
peforme such workes grant kis peti-
tion (yet no Othr per sen shall set up
or use any such new inveggion, or
trade for fourteen yeares t ye
license of him the said Jossph Jenkes)
so farr as concernes any such mew in-
vention, & so it shall be alwayes in ye
powr of this co’te to restrain ye ex-
portation of such manufactures & ye
prizes of them to moderation if occa-
sion so require.”

This inventor, Joseph Jenkes, or
Jenks, as it would now be spelled,
came from Hammersmith, England,
settled in Lynn in 1643 and died in
1682-3, aged -eighty-one. He was a
blacksmith and machinist, made the
dies for the coining of the *“Pine
Tree” money and built the first fire
engine in this country, altogether a
man of great inventive genius and the
ancestor of a large number of descend-
ants. One of his sons removed to
Rhode Island, where he built several
mills.

Origin cf Myths.

The human mind, whether that of
the savage or the civilized man, is
naturally a thinking machine. In early
times, before science was born, the
phenomena of nature required sm ex-
planation, and the savage beholder
shaped the myth, which satisfied his
untutored mind. It is out of man’'s
natural craving to know the “reason
why” that all myths are born. As
the distinguished anthropologist, Tylor,
puts it, *“When the attention of a man
in the myth making stage of intellect
is drawn to any phenomenon which
has to him an obvious reason, he in-
vents and tells a story to account for
it.”” In such way all mythology orig-
inated.
