W. J. BRYAN ACCEPTS.

William J. Bryan, in accepting the
nomination for the presidency, aroused
wild enthusiasm by his arraignment of
the methods of conducting the nation’s
business by the Senate and House of
Representatives.

This is believed to mark the beginning
of an anti-Cannon campaign.

He declared that if elected he would
call a special session of Congress and
would bring before it the question of the
popular eleetion of Senators.

“Shall the people rule?’”’ he said, ‘is
declared by our platform to be the over-
shadowing question, for whether we con-
sider any of the numerous problems
whieh press for solution we' shall find
that the real question involved in each
is whether the Government shall remain
a mere business asset of favor-seeking
corporations or be an instrument in the
hands of the people for the advancement
of the common weal.”’

He declared that the Democratie party
aims at reformation and not revolution,
and for the rest his address was largely a
denunciation of the Republican party.
Lincoln was wild with enthusiasm and
many thousands came from outside the
town for the notification ceremony.

The affair was nonpartisan in that the
Republican Governor and other State
officials participated.
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GoverNOR CroTHERs will not take a
vacation this year, but within the next
three weeks he plans to take a trip of
inspection down the bay on one of the
State oyster boats to study the working
of the new Oyster Culture law. The
(Governor announed his intention and
said he wished more than anything else
to familiarize himself with the law and
all its workings before the next Legis-
lature, so as to be able to pass upon the
merits of any bills relating to the sub-
jeet which may be placed before him,
The Governor will probably spend four
or five days on the trip. The members
of the Shell Fish Commission will be his
hosts.
