MANY SEEK FARMS

State Burean Of Immigration Office
Crowded With Inquirers. |

When the State Bureau of Immigration
met Wednesday at 11 East Lexington
street, a number of prospective settlers
from the West and North crowded the
office seeking information. Dr. M.
Whitehill, of Frederick county, presided.

In the discussion the superintendent,
Mr. W. Frank Hines, made a motion to
issue every three months a printed list
of the many names of applicants for
farmlands in Maryland and provide each
real estate firm and every other appli-
cant with a copy. Commissioner J.
Boon Dukes, of Caroline county, second-
ed the motion and it was adopted.

In his report Superintendent Hines
said :

“During the first quarter of our ad-
ministration the work of the State Bureau
of Immigration has been more gtrenuous
than any time in its existence. Accord-
ing to the report of the secretary, a large
number of prospective settlers have visit-
ed the State and also a few foreigners
have invested in farms. It seems as if
Maryland is preferred by everybody on

conditions. One of the visitors told us
that the movement for good roadsinthe

tion of many farmers in the West.
“During the last three months we
mailed to applicants 300 English, 164
German, 26 Hollandish, 8 Russian and
a number of Danish pamphlets, farm
lists and others printed matter, including
maps of Maryland. In the same time
1,207 letters were received and promptly
answered. We also mailed a number of
letters, to which no answers have been
received by August 1.

‘“‘Nearly 400 telephone calls were an-
swered during the three months and
more than 350 calls had to be sent out
from this bureau. _

*“This office has been visited by at
least 25 people every day. We make it
a rule for all our office force to be polite
and pleasant to everybody and give the
desired information to the satisfaction of
the caller. |
«“The secretary was compelled to escort
a number of prospective settlers to differ-
ent sections of the State and show them
the farms they wished tosee. A number
of farmers, whose names appear In our
farm lists, have neglected to answer let-
ters written to them by prospective buyers
and people from the West and from Ger-
many requesting from us the desired in-
formation.

The farm labor problem has been
solved by this bureau during our admin-
istration. We have had more people at
our disposal than we could place. Some
of the 240 men we have placed among
farmers proved to be desirable men, but
some were not worth the trouble of
bothering with them.

‘““The immigration into the port of Bal-
timore during this summer has been
very slack. Only 10 steamers arrived in
three months bringing about 3,000 peo-
ple. Of this number about 500 were
Americans returning from abroad and of
the remainder about 100 remained in
Baltimore. The majority of the immi-
orants went West and about 250 were re-
turned for various reasons mostly be-
cause they had not enough means of
support.

““A burning question in Maryland is
the demand for female help. We have
requests daily over the telephone
and by letters for domestics of all
kinds, but none can be furnished. It
would be a serious business for this office
to attempt to import such.

“I'he immigration in general has fallen
off from 145,923 in June, 1907, to 25,246
in June, 1908. During the last fiscal
year 593,095 people returned from the

tions of the State I can state that’ the
crop conditions in Maryland are very
satisfactory. The drought in July did
some damage. The wheat crop fell
short, as you know, this year. Thecorn

revenue ; strawberries brought a good
price ; the fruit crop is above the aver-
age all round and tobacco in Southern
Maryland will yield a golden harvest for
adl the farmers.
